MONEY AND MEASUREMENTS

The Roman scudo d’oro was a gold coin, weighing 3.319 grams.

The doppia was also a gold coin, weighing 6.781 grams,

The scudo, the most frequently encountered coin, was of silver, and weighed 31.788 grams.

The seudo was divided into 100 baiocchi.

The ginlio was a coin worth 10 haiocchi.

The Roman palmoe measured 22.3422 centimetres; it was divided into 12 ence, divisible into 10 decime.

The Roman libbra weighed 339.07 grams: it was divided into 12 once, cach of which was subdivided into 24 denari,

divisible into 24 grani.
