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1 Exegesis of the Gospel of Luke 

1.1 The manuscript tradition 

1.1.1 Previous Scholarship on catenae of Luke and towards a new classification of 

catenae manuscripts of Luke 

The purpose of this volume is to contribute to a better understanding of the Byzantine 

collections of exegetical excerpts on the Gospel according of Luke, and to bring hitherto 

unstudied material to the attention of scholars. The edition of previously unknown or 

largely neglected series of comments on Luke and the examination of the relationship 

between them opens a new window on the understanding of the textual transmission 

of certain exegetical comments extracted from earlier patristic texts and on how 

various types of catenae on Luke relate to each other. 

Recent years have seen a significant increase in the study of patristic exegesis of 

the New Testament, especially with regard to biblical catenae.1 Yet most catenae on 

Luke remain unpublished and detailed research on them is yet to be undertaken. In the 

seventeenth century, Fronto Ducaeus published the Greek text of the catena of Luke 

attributed to Titus of Bostra as it survived in a sole manuscript, Vatican, BAV, Ottob. gr. 

113; his edition was accompanied by a Latin translation.2 Soon after, a Latin translation 

of the catena on Luke by Nicetas of Heraclea was published by Balthasar Corderius.3 

This translation is likewise based on a limited number of witnesses; Corderius relied on 

a transcription of Venice, Marc., gr. Z. 494 (coll. 331), ff. 3r–58v (GA 598) and a 

comparison of this codex with Vienna, ÖNB, theol. gr. 71, ff. 1r–424r (GA 434), Munich, 

BSB, gr. 473, ff. 1v–415r (GA 426) and Munich, BSB, gr. 33, ff. 1r–397v.4 Two centuries later, 

John Anthony Cramer produced a complete edition of a catena on the Gospel of Luke as 

part of his eight-volume edition of Greek New Testament catenae.5 Cramer’s edition was 

based on two manuscripts, one in Paris (BnF, Coislin grec 23) supplemented by another 

in Oxford (Bodleian Library, Auctarium T. 1. 4 [Misc. 182]). Angelo Mai’s edition of the 

compilation on Luke by Nicetas of Heraclea relies on a single witness: Vatican, BAV, Vat. 

gr. 1611, ff. 1r–320v (GA 1821). This manuscript is the earliest extant witness to the catena

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of Nicetas.6 Mai also published the series of exegetical extracts on the Gospel of Luke by 

Origen and Eusebius found in catenae.7 At the turn of the nineteenth century Joseph 

Sickenberger collected and published a considerable number of excerpts from the com-

mentaries on Luke by Titus of Bostra and Cyril of Alexandria transmitted in catena man-

uscripts8 and some eighty years later Joseph Reuss published an edition of scholia from 

selected authors transmitted in catenae on Luke.9 These editions of exegetical frag-

ments, indispensable to the determination of the transmission history of certain patris-

tic texts, are less helpful in studying the compilation and transmission of particular col-

lections of excerpts. In fact, the lack of editions of complete catenae on the Gospel of 

Luke prevent us from being able to identify and establish the construction, circulation 

and reception of them in the Byzantine era. Only recently have steps begun to be taken 

in this direction, with the appearance in 2020 of the full transcription of the complete 

palimpsest undertext of Codex Zacynthius (Cambridge, University Library MS Add. 

10062), probably the oldest surviving manuscript with a catena of Luke.10 

A necessary precursor to editing the catenae on Luke is a full listing of witnesses 

and their classification. Significant steps towards this have been made since the end of 

the nineteenth century. Joseph Sickenberger was the first to undertake an analysis of 

catena manuscripts of Luke.11 He published two surveys of the catena on Luke by Nice-

tas of Heraclea, attempting the first classification of the catena tradition on Luke.12

Sickenberger divided the manuscript tradition of the catena by Nicetas of Heraclea into three main clus-

ters: Italian, Byzantine, and interpolated. 
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Around the same time Georg Karo and Hans Lietzmann identified six types of catenae 

on Luke in their Catenarum Graecarum catalogus, recording basic information on their; 

i) the catena edited by Cramer; 

ii) the catena attributed to Peter of Laodicea; 

iii) the catena preserved in MSS Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 20, ff. 1r–226r (GA 381) and Vati-

can, BAV, Vat. gr. 1933, pp. 1–619 (GA 868) (epitomes of the catena of Nicetas); 

iv) the catena by Nicetas of Heraclea; 

v) the catena by Macarius Chrysocephalus; 

vi) the catena preserved in Vienna, ÖNB, theol. gr. 301, ff. 36v–79v and Oxford, Bodl., 

Auct. E. 2. 2 (Misc. 30).13 

This catalogue supplies a brief description of the manuscripts known to the authors, 

along with the incipit and explicit of their scholia on Luke 8:43–46 and a list of the 

Church Fathers excerpted in the various catena types. Some decades later, Max Rauer 

refined and expanded Karo and Lietzmann’s classification in his examination of the 

sources for Origen’s Homilies on Luke.14 His classification formed the basis of the iden-

tification of seven Lukan catena types by Maurits Geerard in the first edition of the 

fourth volume of the Clavis Patrum Graecorum (CPG).15 A few years after the appearance 

of this catalogue, Joseph Reuss, as noted above, published an edition of the exegetical 

comments transmitted in catenae on Luke.16 In the introduction to his edition, he distin-

guished the following six types in the Lukan catena tradition (A-F), too: 

1. type A is heavily based on Titus of Bostra and represents the earliest catena type, 

going back to the sixth century. The catena, in fact, is not by Titus of Bostra himself, 

but contains numerous extracts from his commentary. The compiler of this catena 

also seems to have been responsible for the earliest forms of the catenae on Mat-

thew (C110.1) and John (C140.1);17 

2. type B is the catena assigned to Peter of Laodicea.18 This catena draws largely on 

the same sources as type A; 

3. type C is the catena by Nicetas of Heraclea;

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4. type D is a catena dated prior to that of Nicetas of Heraclea. In type D, the original 

texts are often heavily abridged; 

5. type E is the catena transmitted in Codex Zacynthius; 

6. type F is the catena contained in Vienna, ÖNB, theol. gr. 301, ff. 36v–79v. 

According to Reuss, Munich, BSB, gr. 208, ff. 235r–248v (GA 53) containing extracts on 

Luke 1:1–2:40 cannot be classified in any of the aforementioned types. 

The second edition of the CPG volume on catenae, updated by Jacques Noret in 2018 

reproduced the six main types mentioned above with additional information from 

Reuss: Reuss’s type A comprises both C130 (which he called the Erweiterte Grundform) 

and C131 (the Vollkatene). In fact, C131 is an extended version of the catena C130, which 

includes extracts from fifteen named authors. In addition to Titus’s Commentary on 

Luke, it draws extensively on Cyril of Alexandria’s Homilies on Luke, Chrysostom’s Hom-

ilies on Matthew, and Origen’s Commentary on Luke and Homilies on Luke. Reuss’s type 

B consists of C132 (Grundform) and C133 (Erweiterte Grundform) as well as a Vollkatene. 

C135, the catena of Nicetas of Heraclea compiled at the beginning of the twelfth century, 

corresponds to Reuss’s type C, while C134 is his type D. Codex Zacynthius (C137.3) is iden-

tified as type E by Reuss, while his type F is the Vienna catena (C137.1). Moreover, the 

revised CPG volume added four extra individual manuscripts to the two in the codices 

singuli section of the first edition:19 

1. Vienna, ÖNB, theol. gr. 301 (C137.1) 

2. Munich, BSB, gr. 208 (C137.2) 

3. Codex Zacynthius (C137.3) 

4. Vatican, BAV, Vat. gr. 349 (C137.4) 

5. Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, ff. 1–4, 271–274 (C137.5) 

6. Florence, BML, Conv. soppr. 159 (C137.6) 

This revised edition also refers on several occasions to Parker’s initial checklist of ca-

tena manuscripts published two years earlier.20 This had been compiled from a number 

of sources, including Von Soden’s edition of the Greek New Testament, the Gregory-

Aland Kurzgefasste Liste (see below), and studies such as that by Reuss. It indicated that 

the number of surviving catena manuscripts was significantly higher than had previ-

ously been thought to be the case, although it did not address the question of how cate-

nae were to be defined and whether compilations by single editors such as Nicetas or 

Theophylact had the same status as earlier catenae.

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Georgi Parpulov’s catalogue of catenae, published in 2021, added around 30 New 

Testament catena witnesses to those listed in the official register of Greek New Testa-

ment manuscripts since 1963, the so-called Kurzgefasste Liste.21 In Parpulov’s catalogue 

the types listed in the CPG have been used and expanded, and included in the online 

version of the CPG, the Clavis Clavium. Based on a systematic search of library cata-

logues, coupled with online databases and collections of digitised images, Parpulov also 

offered a significant number of revisions of the CPG classification of the codices singuli: 

a) Vienna, ÖNB, theol. gr. 301 should no longer be considered as a unique catena of 

Luke. The codex contains a series of extracts identical to that found in manuscripts iden-

tified by CPG as C132;22 

b) Prague, Národní Knihovna České republiky, XXV B 7, Venice, BNM, Z.495 (1048), 

and Drame, Μ. Κοσινίτσης, 3 (GA 1424) must also be included, according to Parpulov, in 

the codices singuli section: he assigned them the CPG numbers C137.8, 137.9, 137.10 re-

spectively;23 

c) Paris, BnF, Suppl. gr. 612 and Paris, BnF, Suppl. gr. 1248 transmit a catena which 

differ from all other known CPG types; Parpulov assigned this the CPG number C137.7.24 

Nevertheless, my subsequent research has indicated that Prague, Národní Kni-

hovna České republiky, XXV B 7 and two leaves bound as flyleaves in Vatican, BAV, Pal.

It does not 

treat catena manuscripts as a separate category, but instead they are categorized with other manuscripts 

according to the type of script (i.e., of their biblical text), the writing material and whether or not the 

text is continuous. Many of these traditional criteria are problematic for catena manuscripts in general, 

and those on Luke in particular. For example, the use of script to classify catena manuscripts on Luke 

can be misleading. Two manuscripts have the biblical text in majuscule while the surrounding commen-

tary is in minuscule: Munich, BSB, gr. 208, ff. 235r–248v (GA 53), a parchment codex dated to the tenth 

century, and the eleventh-century codex Athens, EBE, 95, ff. 93v–163v (GA 1411). Prague, Národní Kni-

hovna České republiky, XXV B 7 has the commentary in majuscule, only. There is only one manuscript 

in which both the biblical text and the commentary are written in majuscule script: the so-called Codex 

Zacynthius. In this manuscript the exegetical excerpts were copied in a majuscule script different from 

that of the Gospel text. The use of two different types of script in Codex Zacynthius, a more archaic and 

larger Alexandrian majuscule for the Gospel text and a smaller pointed majuscule for the commentary, 

is an argument to distinguish the biblical source from its commentary. Yet both the biblical and the 

commentary texts were copied at the same time and by the same scribe; see HOUGHTON – PARKER, “An 

Introduction”, 2–4 and 28–34; Jacob Harold GREENLEE, “The Catena of Codex Zacynthius,” Bib 40 (1959):

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gr. 273 bear the same series of comments on Luke as Codex Zacynthius.25 As a conse-

quence, these two manuscripts must also be identified as C137.3 (and the sigla C137.5 

and C137.8 withdrawn). Furthermore, as the edition of its excerpts in Part 2 of this vol-

ume shows, Paris, BnF, Suppl. gr. 1225 (GA 1293) does not represent the catena type C131 

as indicated in Parpulov’s catalogue. The manuscript needs to be treated as another co-

dex unicus, and I here propose to treat it as C137.11. 

Parpulov’s catalogue included a new set of entries in the CPG, the category C139 for 

catenae which were not previously included in the CPG but are attested by multiple 

manuscripts (and therefore not codices singuli).26 The catena C139.1 is found in four wit-

nesses: Rome, Accademia dei Lincei e Corsiniana, 41.G.16; Athens, EBE, 2364; Jerusalem, 

GOP, Taphou 28; Athens, Ch. G. Sarros Collection, 1.27 Another type, assigned the number 

C139.2, is found in six manuscripts. 

Based on the CPG, Parpulov’s subsequent emendations to it, and my own observa-

tions above, the catena manuscripts on Luke may be categorised as follows28:

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1.1.2 Layout in catenae manuscripts of Luke 

It is common knowledge that two types of layouts dominate the catena manuscripts of 

the New Testament.30 Most of the catenae on Luke copied before the end of the eleventh 

century are frame catenae. The alternating catena became popular in Lukan tradition 

from the twelfth century onwards but is also attested earlier: the earliest surviving al-

ternating catena on Luke comes from the ninth century (Moscow, GIM, Sinod. gr. 384, 

ff. 1r–54r) and twenty-six other alternating catena manuscripts on Luke were copied in 

the tenth century.31 

Table 2 presents the layout of surviving catena manuscripts of Luke. Out of the 184 

witnesses, 98 manuscripts represent an alternating catena and 86 manuscripts a frame 

catena. The table shows that the frame catena layout is predominant in the eleventh 

century. From the twelfth century onwards, most extant manuscripts transmit an alter-

nating catena.

This table does not allow us to draw conclusions about the original layout of catenae on 

Luke. Dorival suggested that the frame catena layout was preceded by a layout in two 

columns: one for the biblical verses and one for the exegesis.32 Other scholars have sug-

gested that the frame catena layout originated in commentaries in which a set of

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marginal comments had been added to a biblical exemplar.33 The latter possibility is 

attractive but difficult to prove, given the paucity of evidence for catenae in the earliest 

period. Overall, there is a sense that frame catenae are older for it seems easier for a 

catenist to turn these into alternating catenae than vice versa. 

The oldest extant catena manuscript of Luke, the so-called Codex Zacynthius 

(C137.3), probably copied in the ninth century, transmits a frame catena although the 

date of its composition is unclear.34 C130, which Reuss identifies as the oldest type of 

catena, and C131, which is an expansion of this catena, are highly likely to originate in 

the same original compilation produced in the sixth century.35 The textual comparison 

of Codex Zacynthius and C130 and C131 shows that the former does not rely on the latter 

two types. Yet textual affinities point to a common source for a number of exegetical 

extracts included in them.36 Fifty-five manuscripts of type C130 are identified in Par-

pulov’s catalogue. The oldest extant witness of this type is an alternating catena dated 

to the ninth century (Moscow, GIM, Sinod. gr. 384).37 Yet eight codices of this type dated 

between the tenth and the eleventh century transmit a frame catena,38 whereas twenty-

five further manuscripts of the same period preserve the comments of C130 in the alter-

nating catena layout.39 C131 which, as noted, is an extended version of C130, is less widely 

attested than C130, with only fourteen manuscripts.40 The majority of these – ten man-

uscripts from between the tenth and the eleventh century – bear a frame catena on 

Luke.41 The alternating catena layout for C131 appears much later: one fifteenth-century 

and two sixteenth-century manuscripts.42 The same holds true for the dominant layout 

of type C132, the best attested catena, appearing in 63 of the 184 witnesses. The oldest 

extant witnesses are twelve manuscripts dated to the 10th century. Four have an

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alternating catena,43 whereas eight have a frame catena.44 The catena of type C133 is, in 

fact, an expanded version of C132. The oldest surviving manuscript of this type, Paris 

BnF, Suppl. gr. 1076, ff. 206r–339v (GA 754), which is dated to the second half of the tenth 

century, contains a frame catena of Luke. Four further manuscripts of C133, dated to the 

eleventh century, also transmit the comments in the frame catena layout.45 In C134, most 

of the passages come from Cyril’s commentary on Luke, along with the same principal 

authors found in C131.46 C134 is present in a total of three manuscripts: the twelfth-cen-

tury GA 381 with a frame catena, and the fourteenth-century GA 884 and the seven-

teenth-century GA 868, a copy of GA 381, both in alternating format. The catena of Nice-

tas of Heraclea, C135, is transmitted by twenty-two manuscripts dated from the twelfth 

to the sixteenth century. All contain the C135 form in the alternating catena layout.47 As 

for the manuscripts preserving a unique catena of Luke, the representatives of C137.2 

(GA 053, saec. x) and C137.9 (GA 599, saec. xv) have the scholia in the alternating catena 

layout, whereas the representatives of C137.4 (GA 127, saec. xi), C137.6 (GA 200, saec. xi), 

C137.7 (GA 747 and 2111, saec. xii and xiii), C137.10 (GA 1424, saec. x)48 and C137.11 (GA 

1293, saec. x) transmit the comments in the frame catena layout. Finally, the newly iden-

tified catena C139.1 is attested in four manuscripts: all of them have the exegetical ex-

tracts in the frame catena layout.49 

It can thus be seen that the catena tradition of the Gospel according of Luke has a 

remarkable variety in both the exegetical comments accompanying the biblical text and 

the format in which these comments are transmitted. Collections of exegetical excerpts 

are not merely attempts to organize knowledge, but they also attribute authority to this 

particular type of knowledge. Future research on whether theological motivation can 

be detected behind choices regarding layout or the presence of certain paratextual fea-

tures in collections of exegetical comments (e.g., the identification of the patristic source 

or the use of symbols connecting the biblical text with the comments) is required. Yet it 

seems that such collections of excerpts do not only affirm the importance of citations 

from authoritative patristic figures, but they also attest to the value of accurate copies 

– in terms of layout and contents – of series of excerpts composed by certain authorita-

tive compilers. It is noteworthy that series of exegetical excerpts attributed to Nicetas 

of Heraclea and Theophylact, the eleventh-century archbishop of Bulgaria, display a

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lesser degree of variety in terms of layout and paratextual features. For the other catena 

types of Luke, it would be tempting to assume that choices regarding the exegetical pas-

sages included in a catena, as well as the layout, the identification of source texts, and 

the division of the biblical verses and comments signify local traditions rather than the 

idiosyncrasies of copyists. This calls for an investigation of the relationship of the man-

uscripts of each catena type along with the place where they were copied (where this 

can be determined). The present study and presentation of previously unknown cate-

nae of Luke aims to pave the way for such future research on this cluster of commen-

taries. 

In what follows, the manuscripts transmitting a unique catena of Luke are exam-

ined in terms of content and structure. In Part 2 their comments on Luke are edited for 

the first time. This volume includes the following manuscripts: Munich, BSB, gr. 208; 

Vatican, BAV, Vat. gr. 349; Florence, BML, conv. soppr. 159; Paris, BnF, suppl. gr. 1225. 

The two newly suggested manuscripts for the group of codices singuli of Luke (Venice, 

BNM, Z.495 [1048] and Drama, Μ. Κοσινίτσης, 3) merit a separate study and are there-

fore not included in the present volume. Yet the four manuscripts of C139.1 (Rome, Ac-

cademia dei Lincei e Corsiniana, 41.G.16; Athens, EBE, 2364; Jerusalem, GOP, Taphou 28; 

Athens, Ch. G. Sarros Collection, 1) are presented here. The text of the catena type C139.1 

is edited in Part 2 of this volume as well. 
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2 The Codices Singuli 

2.1 Munich, BSB, gr. 208n (GA 053), ff. 235r–248v (M) 

2.1.1 The manuscript 

Munich, BSB, Cod. gr. 208n (M) is a composite parchment codex which comprises 248 

folia containing exegetical extracts in the Gospel of Matthew, John and Luke.50 The man-

uscript is mutilated both at its beginning and its end: the catena on Matthew begins on 

f. 3r with the ending of a comment on Matthew 3:1 as edited by Cramer 1.462,15–17 (διὰ 

τοῦτο λαμπροτέρων ἔδει τῶν προοιμίων…ἐκεῖ αὐτοῖς ἔλεγεν), and the catena on Luke 

ends on f. 248v with a comment on Luke which finishes abruptly in the middle of a 

sentence (διὰ τῶν ἀποτελεσμάτων δεικνύμεν προκοπτούσης ὡς ἔστι μᾶλλον). In addi-

tion to these folia, four blank paper leaves are added at the beginning and six at the end. 

Overall, M comprises four clusters of folia copied at different times and places before 

they were bound together in Venice in the middle of the sixteenth century.51 Shortly 

after the different parts of the codex were put together, M became part of the collection 

of manuscripts in the library of Johann Jakob Fugger in Augsburg (ca. 1557). Since 1571 

the manuscript has been deposited in the state library of Munich.52 

2.1.2 Contents 

1. Gospel of Matthew. Part 1 of the codex, which consists of two parchment leaves 

measuring 210 × 145/150 mm, contains Matthew 1:1–3:2 copied in red ink. The text was 

copied by Emmanuel Bembenes (Ἐμμανουὴλ Βεμβαινῆς) who was active in the middle 

of the sixteenth century.53 It is likely that Part 1 was copied in Venice, where this scribe 

was active.54 2. Catena on Matthew. Part 2 of M (ff. 3r–106r measuring 210 × 160/165

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mm) contains an alternating catena on Matthew:55 the Gospel text is followed by sections 

of exposition. The catena is assigned the CPG siglum C110.2.56 The text is given in two 

columns. The scholia are in minuscule, and the Gospel text is written in a mixture of 

minuscule and majuscule letters. Up to f. 72v biblical quotations and headings are cop-

ied in red ink, and afterwards are written in the same black ink as the scholia. Each new 

section in the commentary is marked by a blank space within the line. The first line of 

a new scholium begins with ekthesis and the end is indicated by a double dot (dicolon). 

Occasionally the name of the author is either written in an abbreviated form in the 

outer margins of the text or is copied in full in the main text. F. 106v contains a number 

of monocondylic notes which are written in five different hands, dated between the 

thirteenth and fourteenth centuries. Four of the notes name a cleric called Georgios, 

Bishop of Veligosti (a village in Arcadia in Greece) from 1262 to 1271. The notes imply 

that the manuscript must have been at his disposal for some time. Two further notes on 

the same folio name an otherwise unidentified Theodoros.57 3. Catena on John. Part 3 

of M (ff. 107r–234r measuring 210/220 × 165/170 mm) contains an alternating catena on 

John. The text, which is given in two columns, is preceded by the title: Ἐκλογαὶ διαφόρων 

ἐρμηνευτῶν εἰς τὸ κατὰ Ἰωάννην ἅγιον εὐαγγέλιον. This catena on John is not found in 

any other witness, and has been assigned the CPG siglum C147.1.58 Most of the scholia do 

not bear any attribution in the margin or the main text; 122 comments are identified in 

the margin, some copied in red ink.59 The division between the lemmata and the com-

ments follows the same pattern as Part 2. In the catena of John, however, the biblical 

text is occasionally indicated in the margin with the word κείμ(ενον) or σχόλιον, that is, 

text and scholium, respectively. It is highly likely that Part 2 and Part 3 of M were copied 

by the same person, namely John the Presbyter and Ecdicus of the Great Church of 

Hagia Sophia, around the year 978. This information is derived from a note at the end 

of the catena of John on f. 234r: τέλ(ος) σὺν θ(ε)ῷ τοῦ κ(α)τ(ὰ) Ἰω(άννην) ἁγίου 

εὐαγγελί(ου) σὺν τῷ κειμέ(νῳ) καὶ τῆς ἑρμηνείας γραφὲν δ(ιὰ) χειρὸ(ς) Ἰω(άννου) 

πρεσβυτέρου καὶ ἐκδίκ(ου) τῆς μεγάλης ἐκκλη(σίας) μη(νὶ) Ἰουνίῳ κʹ ἔτ(ους) ͵ϛυπϛʹ 

ἰνδ(ικτιῶνος) ϛʹ. It is reasonable then to assume that Parts 2 and 3 of M were copied in 

Constantinople. F. 234v of M is blank. 4. Catena on Luke. Part 4 of M (ff. 235r–248v 

measuring ca. 250 × 210 mm) is an alternating catena on Luke. The catena on Luke is 

copied in a slightly right-leaning Perlschrift of the tenth century.60 Sickenberger consid-

ers the hand of Part 4 later than that of Parts 2 and 3 and dates it to the eleventh

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century.61 Rauer, in contrast, regards the hand of the catena of Luke as older than the 

hands detected in the rest of M and dates it to the ninth century.62 The last two folia of 

the catena on Luke (ff. 246r–248v) are damaged; they are severely trimmed or covered 

with water stains. As a result, a considerable amount of text is lost. Some of the scholia 

can be restored, however, based, in the main, on modern editions. 

2.1.3 The Catena on Luke 

The catena of Luke in M is written in three columns. The lemmata are copied in uncials 

and indicated by diplai. The commentary, as already noted, is in minuscule. Each new 

scholium on Luke begins with ekthesis. M transmits 162 scholia in total, commenting on 

Luke 1:1–2:40. 28 are assigned to a named patristic authority. The indication of the 

source is given in the margin: many others may have been lost through trimming or 

damage. When a passage comes from the same source as the preceding one, the name 

of the author is not repeated; the indications τοῦ αὐτοῦ, μετ᾽ ὁλίγα, and ἄλλο, frequently 

encountered in other catenae, are not found in M. However, the attributions are not 

always correct. Table 3 lists the comments that are assigned to an author in M as well 

as the actual source from which they come.

The 162 comments on Luke in M originate from ten different patristic authorities. Table 

4 summarises the contents of the catena based on the textual analysis of each extract. 

Because there are occasions when what is presented as a single scholium in the manu-

script consists of a combination of multiple sources, there are more items listed here 

than the 162 identified comments of M.

Origen.The majority, approximately 63% of the scholia, can securely be assigned to Or-

igen. While only nine passages are presented under the name of Origen, which is always 

given in abbreviation as ὠρ(ιγένους), a further ninety-three may be assigned to Origen, 
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either because of their attribution in other catenae or in the direct tradition of his 

works. On three occasions, a comment consists of passages taken from Origen as well 

as material that cannot be attributed to him or to any other patristic authority: a) the 

first half of sch. 65,1–3 (Τὸ … θεοπρεπῶς) comes from Orig. fr. 25, whereas the second 

part, sch. 65,3–5 (Οὐ … αἰώνας), cannot be identified; b) the first half of sch. 90,1–2 

(μακαριοῦσί … Ἐλισάβετ) comes from Orig. fr. 41a, whereas the second half, sch. 90,2–3 

(Οὐκ … λόγου), remains unidentified; and c) the opening phrase in sch. 102,1–2 (Ἰωάννης 

… ὅρκος) remains unidentified. 

Basil of Caesarea. Sch. 158 is a combination of extracts from Basil of Caesarea and Or-

igen. 

Eusebius of Caesarea. Sch. 40, which is embedded in M without attribution, is included 

in a series of fragments on Luke ascribed to Eusebius of Caesarea published in PG 28 

(col. 529–605). The scholium is also found in C137.3 (sch. 023–1), where it is identified as 

ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου: 023–1 is found on f. 6r in Codex Zacynthius, on f. 189v in Prague, 

Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7, and on f. 271r in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273. 

In addition to this, two verses from sch. 65 (sch. 65,10–12) are nominally assigned to 

Eusebius in two of the witnesses of C137.3: f. 8v in Codex Zacynthius and f. 272r in Vati-

can, BAV, Pal. gr. 273. 

Amphilochius of Iconium. Sch. 148, which is included in M without any identification, 

comes from a homily attributed to Amphilochius of Iconium. This author is rarely 

quoted in catenae manuscripts of Luke. Karo and Lietzmann mention a comment at-

tributed to him in the two representatives of the catena type C134, namely Vatican, BAV, 

Pal. gr. 20 and a seventeenth-century copy of this, Vatican, BAV, gr. 1933.63 Krikonis has 

identified four extracts in the catena type C135 that come from Amphilochius: two com-

ments on Lk 2:52 and 22:42, respectively, and two comments on Lk 23:32–33. 

John Chrysostom. Three extracts in M can be identified as writings of John Chrysostom. 

M transmits three further passages which, although they are assigned to Chrysostom by 

M, cannot be identified as extracts from any of John’s writings: sch. 56, sch. 151 and sch. 

154. It is noteworthy that none of these can be found amongst any patristic writings 

whatsoever. 

Isidore of Pelusium. Three extracts comprise material taken from Isidore of Pelusium’ 

Epistles. Sch. 43 which, as shown below, is mistakenly attributed to Severus by M, as 

well as the second part of sch. 44, are from Isidore’s letter 131. The two comments are 

included in sch. 024–3 of the catena type C137.3. In particular, 024–3 is handed down

Titus of Bostra. Titus of Bostra appears to have been used in twelve scholia in M. With 

regard to the presence of Titus in M, the following remarks can be made: a) although 

the beginning of sch. 91 is only transmitted in the homily Εἰς τὸν εὐαγγελισμὸν τῆς 

ὑπεραγίας θεοτόκου by Antipater of Bostra,64 the rest of the scholium comes from Titus 

on Luke 1:49. Antipater appears to draw to a great extent from Titus in his writings; and 

the entire sch. 91 has been included in his homily on the Annunciation of the Virgin.65 

Provided that Titus has been the source for a considerable number of scholia in M, this 

writer is more likely to be the source for sch. 91 in this catena; b) sch. 118 is a combina-

tion of extracts from Origen and Titus; and c) sch. 143, which is unidentified in M, is 

transmitted as part of sch. 081–3 of C137.3. In particular, the passage is assigned to Titus 

by name: on f. 196r in Prague, Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7 (Τίτου 

Βόστρῶν) and on f. 3v of Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273 (Τίτου ἐπισκόπου Βόστρας). 

Cyril of Alexandria. The most frequently excerpted author after Origen in M is Cyril of 

Alexandria. Apart from sch. 140 and sch. 155 that are assigned to Cyril by name, a further 

nine extracts contain material extracted from his commentary on Luke. Two comments 

from Cyril contain unidentified material, though: a) the opening of sch. 121 must be from 

Cyril of Alexandria’s commentary on Luke, but the rest of the comment remains uni-

dentified; and b) the beginning and end of sch. 123 are not transmitted amongst Cyril’s 

work. Two further comments, sch. 155 and sch. 162, are compilations of texts from Cyril 

and Origen.66 

Victor the Presbyter. Scholia 15 and 106 are included in M under the name of Victor 

the Presbyter.67 Four further comments may also be from Victor because of their trans-

mission under his name in C137.3: a) sch. 71 is a compilation of a sentence taken from 

Titus on Luke 1:34 and a short passage from a comment assigned to Victor of Antioch in 

C137.3: sch. 036–1. The comment which must had been copied on one of the missing 

pages of Codex Zacynthius, is now found on f. 272r in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273 as well 

as on f. 191r in Prague, Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7 under the heading 

Βίκτωρος Πρεσβυτέρου. The extract is transmitted under the same heading in C135 

(Athos, Μ. Ἰβήρων, 371, f. 38v; Vatican, BAV, gr. 1611, f. 11v); b) sch. 72, which is without

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attribution in M, is another short extract from sch. 036–1 of C137.3; c) the beginning of 

sch. 73 is also included in 036–1 of C137.3;68 d) the opening of sch. 94,1–2 (Ἐπὶ…ὑπόστασιν) 

is found in 052–1 of C137.3: Codex Zacynthius, f. 13r; Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 273v;  

and Prague, Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7, f. 192r. The extract is ascribed 

to Victor of Antioch in Codex Zacynthius (βίκτορος πρεσβυτέρου) and in Prague, 

Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7 (Βίκτωρος), whereas it is transmitted with-

out any attribution in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273. The rest of sch. 94 is handed down as 

an ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου comment (053–1) in all three witnesses of C137.3 (053–1 is found on 

f. 13r in Codex Zacynthius, on f. 273v in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273 and on f. 192r in Prague, 

Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7). 

Severus of Antioch. Table 3 shows that three extracts attributed to Severus of Antioch 

in M are not excerpted from any of his surviving writings. Twelve extracts, however, 

may be from Severus as they are ascribed to him in other catenae of Luke. With regard 

to the scholia that may be ascribed to Severus, the following remarks can be made: 

– Sch. 12, which is transmitted without attribution in M, is preserved under the name 

of Severus of Antioch in two witnesses of C137.3: sch. 005–3 of Codex Zacynthius and 

Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273.69 

– Sch. 33 and sch. 34 are preserved as a single excerpt in C137.3: 020–1. The extract is 

preserved only in Prague, Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7, ff. 189r-189v 

and Vatican, BAV Pal. gr. 273, f. 2v, where it is transmitted without any identifica-

tion. Sch. 33 is attributed to Severus in M: Σευήρου ἀπὸ λόγου ιζʹ. It is likely that the 

unidentified sch. 34 must come from Severus, too. 

– The first half of sch. 44 is actually an extract from a comment assigned to Severus 

of Antioch in C137.3: 024–2. The comment bears the heading σευηρου 

αρχιεπισκ(οπου) αντιοχ(ειας) απο λο(γου) λβ on f. 6r of Codex Zacynthius, and the 

heading Σευ(ήρου) on f. 271r of Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273.70 The second half of sch. 

44 is an extract of comment 024–3 of C137.3, which originally comes from Isidore of 

Pelusium. 

– Sch. 55 which is attributed to Severus (Σευήρου) in M is also preserved in C137.3: 

028–2. In particular, 028–2 is only found on f. 271v in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, 

where it is also attributed to Severus: Σευήρ(ου). 

– The beginning of Sch. 59 is from Origen. The text is also preserved as an independ-

ent scholium in C137.3: 030–1. The rest of sch. 59 appears as a comment in C137.3 

(030–2) attributed in Codex Zacynthius and Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273 to Severus. In

– Sch. 60 corresponds to 031–1 of C137.3. In M the extract stands unidentified. In C137.3 

the comment is preceded by Σευήρ(ου) in Prague, Národní Knihovna České repub-

liky XXV B 7, f. 190v and του αυτου εκ του αυτου λογου in Z (f. 8r) and τοῦ αὐτοῦ in 

Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 271v alluding to 030–2 which stems from Severus of 

Antioch.72 

– Sch. 66 must be a reworked version of a comment from Severus encountered in 

C137.3: sch. 034-1. This comment must have been in one of the missing pages of Co-

dex Zacynthius. It is transmitted though in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 272r under 

the title 272r Σευήρ(ου) ἀπὸ (λόγου), and in Prague, Národní Knihovna České repub-

liky XXV B 7, f. 190v-191r under the title Τοῦ αὐτ(οῦ). 

– Although sch. 70 is assigned to Severus of Antioch (Σευήρου) in M, not all of its text 

derives from this author. In fact, it is only the beginning of sch. 70 that is from Se-

verus’ second sermon. This part of sch. 70 is also found as 033–1 in C137.3 with the 

introduction του αυτου εκ του αυτου λογου on f. 8v in Codex Zacynthius and τοῦ 

αὐτοῦ in Prague, Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7, f. 190v and Vatican, 

BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 272r: all headings refer to Severus of Antioch. The rest of Sch. 70 

is from Titus of Bostra. This text is transmitted as an independent comment (035–2) 

in C137.3 In particular, the comment is preserved under the name of Titus (Τίτου 

ἐπισκόπου) on f. 272r in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273. 

– The beginning of Sch. 73 comprises an extract taken from Victor of Antioch – found 

also as comment 036–1 in C137.3– and a brief extract from Severus of Antioch. The 

Severan text is handed down as part of 036–2 in C137.3 (Prague, Národní Knihovna 

České republiky XXV B 7, f. 191r and Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 272v). The rest of 

sch. 73 must come from Severus too. This text is contained in 038–2 and 038–3 of 

C137.3. 038–2 is preceded by the heading σευηρου απο λογου ξγ on f. 9r in Codex 

Zacynthius and Σευήρ(ου) ἀπὸ (λόγου) on f. 272v in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273. 038–3 

has the title και μετ᾽ ολιγα in Codex Zacynthius, ff. 9r–v, τοῦ αὐτοῦ in Prague, 

Národní Knihovna České republiky XXV B 7, f. 191r, whereas it is combined with the 

previous comment in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 272v.

The text is part 

of a longer separate scholium on Luke in C137.3 (082–1 Codex Zacynthius, ff. 19r–

20r; Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 4r) where it is correctly attributed to Severus: 

Σευήρ(ου) ἐπιστολὴ ἐκ τοῦ πρὸς Καισαρείαν. 

– Sch. 142 is unidentified in M. The entire comment is transmitted as part of 082–1 

(Codex Zacynthius, ff.19r–20r; Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273, f. 4r) in C137.3 attributed to 

Severus. A single sentence in it is found in John Chrysost. De cruce et latrone 

49.400,36–38. 

ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου. The manuscript tradition of catenae of Luke transmits a considerable 

number of scholia identified as ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου. Some of these scholia may—with a lim-

ited degree of certainty—be assigned to a patristic authority. For some others the actual 

source remains unknown. It is intriguing to surmise that these scholia were originally 

contained in a collection of comments on the New Testament in which the comments 

were not attributed to any author. Yet these scholia bear the same designation in a va-

riety of catenae of Luke and the comparison of passages with the identification ἐξ 

ἀνεπιγράφου in two particular types of catenae of Luke, namely C137.3 and C131, hints 

at a possible shared origin for this material.75 The issue merits further investigation. M 

transmits seven comments under the designation ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου. Three of them origi-

nally derive from Origen: sch. 83, sch. 85 and sch. 89. The other four remain unidentified 

(sch. 13, sch. 16, sch. 39, and sch. 107). It is only sch. 107 that is identified as ἐξ 

ἀνεπιγράφου in C137.3: sch. 072–1 on Codex Zacynthius f. 15r and Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 

273, f. 274v. Sch. 39 and sch. 40 of M are joined in a single comment (023–1) in C137.3. The 

extract is transmitted without any attribution on ff. 2v–271r in Vatican, BAV, Pal. gr. 273. 

As noted, sch. 39, which has the identification ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου in M, is not identifiable 

among the writings of any patristic authority. Sch. 40 comes from Eusebius of Caesarea. 

In addition to these four unidentified ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου passages, three more comments 

in M appear to have made their way into the Lukan catena tradition under this heading: 

sch. 14, sch. 23 and the second half of sch. 94. In particular, sch. 14 and sch. 23 are

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contained in two ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου comments in C137.3: 008–1 and 014–1 respectively. As 

shown above, the first half of sch. 94 comes from Victor the Presbyter, whereas the rest 

of it is transmitted as sch. 053–1 in the catena type C137.3. 

2.2 Florence, BML, conv. soppr. 159 (GA 200), ff. 104r–167r (L) 

2.2.1 The manuscript 

Florence, BML, conv. soppr. 159 is a tetraevangelion copied in the middle of the eleventh 

century. The manuscript consists of 229 parchment folia measuring 225 ×170 mm.76 Five 

blank folia are added at the beginning of the codex: the first three of them are unnum-

bered; the other two folia are numbered in the lower right corner of their recto with A 

and B, respectively. Folio Ar preserves an annotation in Latin indicating that at some 

point L was transported to the Monastery of St Mary in Florence: Hic liber est congrega-

tionis Sanctae Iustinae Ordinis Sancti Benedicti deputatus monasterio Sanctae Mariae 

sive Abbatiae de Florentia. Hic liber est congregationis Sanctae Iustinae Ordinis Sancti 

Benedicti deputatus monasterio Sanctae Mariae sive Abbatiae de Florentia. A similar 

note was added in the lower margin of f. 1r and f. 229r: Abbatiae Florentinae. S. GG. A. 

C. The notes are likely to have been penned in L after the sixteenth century. The five 

blank leaves are followed by another group of five folia numbered in the upper right 

corner from I to V. A note on f. Ir reveals that before its conveyance to Italy, the manu-

script was in the Monastery of the Great Lavra of Mount Athos, which was founded by 

St. Athanasius the Athonite in 963: τετραευαγγέλιον ἐν τοῖς κατηχουμένοις τοῦ ὁσ[ίου] 

πατρὸς ἡμῶν Ἀθανασίου τοῦ ἐν τῷ Ἄθῳ, παρ᾽ ἐμοῦ τοῦ ἁμαρτωλοῦ Ἰωσὴφ ἱερομονάχου, 

καὶ εὔχεσθ[έ] μοι τῷ ἁμαρτωλῷ.77 The hand of the note is difficult to date with accuracy; 

it must belong to a time after the thirteenth century. It is unclear whether the manu-

script was copied on Mount Athos. Weitzmann considers that Constantinople may have 

been the place where L was made.78 In the lower margin of f. IIr another Latin inscrip-

tion indicates the content of the manuscript: Quatuor Euangelia cum Synaxario; S. Gre-

gorii ex oratione, Inter Codices designatur num: 69.79

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2.2.2 Contents 

1. Eusebius’ Letter to Carpian. Ff. Iv–IIr contain Eusebius’s Letter to Carpian. The 

whole text is copied in red ink and is preceded by the following title: Εὐσέβιος Καρπιανῷ 

ἀγαπητῷ ἀδελφῷ. 2. Eusebius’ canons. Ff. IIv–IVv contain the tables of the Eusebian 

canons which summarize the division on the four Gospels into sections.80 3. Gospel of 

Matthew. Ff. Vr–v have the kephalaia of the Gospel of Matthew (τοῦ κατὰ Ματθαίον 

εὐαγγελίου τὰ κεφάλαια) with the Gospel text beginning on f. 1r. Matthew ends on f. 61v. 

4. Gospel of Mark. The same folio (61v) transmits the kephalaia of the Gospel of Mark 

(τοῦ κατὰ Μάρκον εὐαγγελίου τὰ κεφάλαια), which begins on f. 62r and ends on f. 101v. 

5. Gospel of Luke. F. 102r is blank and the kephalaia of the Gospel of Luke (τὰ κεφάλαια 

τοῦ κατὰ Λουκᾶν εὐαγγελίου) cover ff. 102v–103v with the Gospel text taking up ff. 104r–

167r. 6. Gospel of John. The kephalaia of the Gospel of John (τοῦ κατὰ Ἰωάννην 

εὐαγγελίου τὰ κεφάλαια) are copied on f. 167v and this Gospel covers ff. 168r–214v. 7. 

Irenaeus’ Adversus Haereses. Ff. 215r–216v transmit a long excerpt from Irenaeus’ 

Adversus Haereses (3.11 ed. Doutreleau – Rousseau). The copyist of L mistakenly attrib-

utes the excerpt to Gregory of Nazianzus: τοῦ ἐν ἁγἰοις πατρὸς ἡμῶν Γρηγορίου τοῦ 

Θεολόγου ἐκ τοῦ κατὰ Ἀρειανῶν, τί δή ποτε οὔτε πλείονα οὔτε ἐλάττονα τῶν αριθμῶν 

εἰσὶ τὰ εὐαγγέλια. Irenaeus’ text occurs as a supplement to the gospels in a considerable 

number of tetraevangelia. It is noteworthy that L and Jerusalem, GOP, Taphou 25 are the 

only known catena manuscripts to include Irenaeus’ text. 8. Exegesis of Luke. Ff. 216v–

217v transmit an excerpt commenting on Luke 3:23 under the title ἑρμηνεία περὶ τῆς 

γενεαλογίας τοῦ Χριστοῦ which is given in red ink. The extract is also found in C131 

(Cramer 2.31,15–32,9).81 The end of the text in L is indicated both by a decorative element 

and the word τέλος copied by a different hand in red ink immediately bellow the deco-

ration. 9. Table of lections. Ff. 218r–229r transmit a table giving the beginning and end 

of Gospel readings arranged according to the liturgical year. The text is preceded by a 

heading copied in red ink: πίναξ δηλοῦσα τὰς ἀρχὰς καὶ τὰ τέλη τῶν ἁγίων εὐαγγελίων, 

ποῦ καὶ πῶς ὁφείλει ταῦτα ἀναγινώσκεσθαι καθένα ἕκαστον καὶ ἐν ποία ἡμέρα. Such a 

table is found in a large number of tetraevangelia. In L, the end of the table is marked 

by the phrase τέλος τοῦ πίνακος καὶ τοῦ μηνολογίου copied in red ink, too. Finally, F. 

229v in L is blank.

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2.2.3 The Catena on Luke 

In L, the verses of the four Gospels have been copied in two vertical columns. Each new 

section of the Gospels begins with ekthesis. In addition to this, numerals have been 

added in the left margin next to the first verse of each section. The kephalaia are num-

bered and copied in the upper margin on the folio where a new chapter begins. The 

Gospel text is copied in black ink whereas the comments on the four gospels are copied 

in dark purple ink in the outer margins of the main text. L has been annotated by two 

different hands: in addition to the exegetical extracts on the Gospels, the margins con-

tain lectionary notes indicating each passage’s use in the church year. Unlike the exe-

getical extracts, these notes are copied in red ink and in a later hand than that of the 

catena. L only contains six scholia on the Gospel of Luke, and on a considerable number 

of folia the broad margins of the manuscript remain blank. Each comment is identified 

by a symbol placed above the corresponding word in the biblical text and preceding the 

commentary. The first scholium in L is an altered version of Orig. Hom. 1.4,4–5,11. This 

work is commonly excerpted in types C132 and C133, but the version in L departs from 

these two types: whole sentences from the original have been deleted, new material has 

been inserted (οἷς συνηπήχθην Οὐαλεντῖνος καὶ Μαρκίων καὶ οἱ κατ᾽ ἐκείνους), and the 

word order has been markedly altered. Sch. 2 and Sch. 4 are transmitted without any 

source identification. Both passages cannot be assigned to any patristic authority and 

neither is encountered in any of the known catena types of Luke. Sch. 3 and Sch. 5 ap-

pear to be combinations of extracts taken from different writings: Sch. 3, which is trans-

mitted under the name of Basil of Caesarea, brings together extracts from two different 

writings of Basil. Sch. 5 is a mixture of an extract from Paul’s letter to the Ephesians, a 

passage from Basil of Caesarea’s homily on Baptism and a sentence from Cyril of Alex-

andria’s commentary on Luke as it appears in manuscripts which transmit C132. Finally, 

Sch. 6, which is attributed to Gregory of Nyssa by the compiler of the catena in L, is an 

extract from his Antirrheticus Adversus Apolinarium. 

2.3 Vatican, BAV, Vat. gr. 349 (GA 127), ff. 183r–192r (V) 

2.3.1 The manuscript 

Vatican, BAV, gr. 349 is a tetraevangelion copied at the end of the eleventh or beginning 

of the twelfth century.82 The codex consists of 378 folia measuring 324 × 253 mm. A single

folio has been added at the beginning which contains a table of contents (πίναξ) of the 

manuscript copied in a quite recent early modern hand. Two pages (1r–v and 378r–v) 

obviously stem from another codex. These leaves contain a significant portion of text 

from Gregory of Nyssa’s exegesis of the Song of Songs (Ἐξήγησις τοῦ Ἄισματος τῶν 

Ἀισμάτων).83 The added pages appear to have been pasted onto the original ones in or-

der to be used as covers. Ff. 2r–2v bear tables of the first eight Eusebian canons summa-

rizing the division of the four Gospels into sections.84 F. 3r contains Eusebius’s Letter to 

Carpian: the text is preceded by the following title written in red ink: Ὑπόθεσις κανόνων 

περὶ τῆς τῶν εὐαγγελιστῶν συμφωνίας. Εὐσέβιος Καρπιανῷ ἀγαπητῷ ἀδελφῷ ἐν κυρίῳ 

χαίρειν. In V, the middle of the letter is copied in red ink, too: ὧν ὁ μὲν πρῶτος περιέχει 

… ἀνέγραψεν (Eusebius, Ep. ad Carp. 14–23; PG 22, 1276–1277) giving the impression that 

this is also part of the title. F. 3v transmits three unedited extracts, the two of which 

exhibit, to some extent, textual similarities with the prologus to the Gospel of Matthew 

(Von Soden, 297–299, 322–323 and 543). The third extract is a compilation of quotations 

from Maximus the Confessor’s Ambigua ad Ioannem.85 A note in Latin added on f. 3v 

describes the content of the codex: Liber pulcherrimus quatuor euangelistarum.86 

2.3.2 Contents 

The four Gospels are distributed as follows: 1. Catena on Matthew. Ff. 4r–111r contain 

the Gospel of Matthew. The text which is preceded by the heading εὐαγγέλιον κατὰ 

Ματθαῖον begins with Matthew 1:19. It is difficult to say whether the copyist of the ca-

tena intentionally left the text without a preface and a list of kephalaia. It might have 

been felt that the introductory material inserted on f. 3v was sufficient. The catena has 

been assigned the CPG siglum C116.1, indicating that this is also a codex singulus in Mat-

thew.87 F. 111v is blank. 2. Catena on Mark. Ff. 112r–181r contain the Gospel of Mark. 

The kephalaia of the Gospel are given on f. 112r in two columns which are introduced 

with the title: τοῦ κατὰ Μάρκον εὐαγγελίου τὰ κεφάλαια. F. 112v transmits a preface to 

the Gospel which begins on f. 113r. The text is preceded by an epigram copied above the 

heading in red ink: Ὅσσα περὶ Χριστοῖο θεηγόρος ἔθνεα Πέτρος κηρύσσων ἐδίδασκεν 

ἀπὸ στομάτων ἐριτίμων, ἐνθάδε Μᾶρκος ἄγειρε καὶ ἐν σελίδεσσιν ἔθηκεν· τοὔνεκα καὶ

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μερόπεσιν εὐάγγελος ἄλλος ἐδείχθη.88 The catena of Mark too differs from all the other 

known catenae of Mark and is classified as C126.2 in the CPG.89 3. Catena of Luke. Ff. 

181r–292r contain the Gospel of Luke. The kephalaia are copied in two columns on ff. 

181r–182r under the heading: κεφάλαια τοῦ κατὰ Λουκᾶν εὐαγγελίου. F. 182r transmits 

a preface to the Gospel, which itself begins on f. 183r. Ff. 182v and 292v are blank. 4. 

Catena of John. Ff. 293r–377r contain the Gospel of John. The kephalaia of the Gospel 

are copied in two columns on f. 293r under the heading τὰ κεφάλαια τοῦ κατὰ Ἰωάννην 

εὐαγγελίου. A preface to the Gospel is given on ff. 293r-v. The Gospel text which begins 

on f. 294r is introduced with an epigram copied in red ink above the title: Βροντήεις 

θεόφωνος Ἰωάννης πανάριστος πρωτοτόκου σοφίης ὑπεράρχιον εὕρετο ἀρχήν, 

πρωτοφανῆ γενετῆρα Θεὸν αὐτογένεθλον.90 The catena on John is also a unique compi-

lation, which has been given the CPG siglum C147.2.91 

2.3.3 The Catena on Luke 

The Gospel text is accompanied by a series of scholia which are inserted above, below 

and to the side of the biblical text. The margins are only partially used and remain blank 

on a considerable number of folia. This has given rise to the speculation that the catena 

in V is incomplete.92 The majority of comments in V come from various writings by Max-

imus the Confessor and Gregory of Nazianzus.93 In addition to these, Bram Roosen iden-

tifies in John eleven extracts from Basil of Caesarea, six extracts from Cyril of Alexan-

dria, two extracts from Ps.-Justin Martyr, a single extract from Ps.-John Chrysostom, five 

extracts from Symeon the New Theologian, alongside two unidentified comments.94 In 

Matthew, Peter Van Deun identifies extracts from Dionysius the Areopagite, Basil of 

Caesarea and John Chrysostom.95 In Luke, V transmits ninety-five extracts in total. Table

On two occasions, what is presented as a single scholium in the manuscript consists of 

a combination of two different sources. Sch. 1196 (on Luke 3:16) and sch. 13 (on Luke 3:23) 

are compilations of passages from Gregory of Nazianzus and Maximus the Confessor. 

Sch. 27 (on Luke 7:32) which is attributed to Maximus by the compiler of V, is, in fact, an 

extract from Cyril of Alexandria’s commentary on Luke found in other catena manu-

scripts on Luke (PG 72: 620,39–45). The text in V has undergone alterations including the 

omission of certain words and phrases. Sch. 58 (on Luke 12:10) is a quotation from 1 

Samuel 2:25. Sch. 62 (on Luke 12:26) is transmitted under the name of John Chrysostom. 

Although this is a very brief comment on Luke, its exact source has been impossible to 

identify. In fact, the extract appears to be a short compilation of words from Chrysos-

tom’s commentary on 1 Corinthians.97 Sch. 81,8–13 (on Luke 17:20) occurs also in the se-

ries of scholia commenting on the Gospel of Matthew (at Mt. 5.3) in V. Seven scholia in 

V (sch. 45, 52, 70, 74, 84, 87, 89) are not transmitted among any of the known works by 

Maximus the Confessor. Except for sch. 87 and sch. 89, the rest are assigned by name to 

Maximus the Confessor by the copyist. Sch. 70 (on Luke 13:34) is only attested in Euthym-

ius Zigabenus’ Panoplia dogmatica ad Alexium Comnenum (21.1144,53–58). The last 

phrase in sch. 84 (on Luke 17:37): οὕτως πάντοτε σὺν κυρίῳ ἔσονται comes from Maxi-

mus the Confessor’s Quaestiones ad Thalassium 50,64. In Sch. 89, the beginning of the 

comment transmits a version of Maximus the Confessor’s Ambigua ad Johannem 

50.3,12–14. In sch. 14 (on Luke 4:2), which comprises quotations from different works by 

Maximus (Quaestiones ad Thalassium and Capitoli sulla carita), and in Sch. 88, which 

comes from Maximus the Confessor’s Quaestiones ad Thalassium, there is no parallel 

for the last part of the comments among his writings.

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2.3.4 Maximus the Confessor and the catena of Nicetas of Heraclea 

In his study of the series of comments on Matthew, Van Deun identifies a relationship 

between V and the catena by Nicetas of Heraclea.98 The two catenae share a considera-

ble number of scholia from Maximus the Confessor. According to Van Deun, the scholia 

in V are usually closer to the original texts by Maximus the Confessor; Nicetas, instead, 

often presents an abridged or reworked version.99 . In terms of the scholia on Luke, the 

examination of the textual relationship between V and the catena of Nicetas confirms 

the hypothesis that the two compilations have a common source.  

The catena of Nicetas of Heraclea, which is assigned the number C135 in CPG, was 

compiled at the beginning of the twelfth century. It is currently transmitted by twenty-

two manuscripts, the best of which are Vatican, BAV, gr. 1611, copied in 1116/7 AD (a dec-

ade or so after the compilation), and Athos, Μ. Ἰβήρων, 371 copied in the 13th century. 

The latter comprises 3,302 comments on Luke, taken from seventy authors.100 The ma-

jority of the extracts are from John Chrysostom.101 At the other end of the scale, there 

are nineteen authors which are only quoted once in C135.102 Vatican, BAV, gr. 1611 and 

Athos, Μ. Ἰβήρων, 371 transmit fifty-one comments which derive from the works of Max-

imus the Confessor. Krikonis was the first to correct Sickenberger and Devreesse’s cal-

culation of forty-eight comments from Maximus in Vatican, BAV, gr. 1611.103 

Table 6 shows how the excerpts from Maximus in C135 relate to those in V. In par-

ticular, sixteen of the fifty-one comments of C135 are also found in V.

The full text of the scholia in both witnesses is printed in Table 7. The comparison of the 

shared extracts from Maximus in C135 and V leads to the following observations: 

a) In C135, sch. 5 and sch. 6 of V are joined in a single comment on Luke 2:34, namely 

N 483. The source of sch. 5 and 6 is Maximus’ CT 2.43,1–9 and 2.44,1–5. Nonetheless, 

in N 483, the beginning of the two scholia has been supplemented with text from 

another work by Maximus, namely QT. More text has also been added at the end of 

sch. 6, although its exact source cannot be identified. 

b) N 576 (on Luke 3:4–6) is an abridged version of sch. 8 which is identical to QT 47,68–

83. 

c) In N 589 the opening phrase (Ἄξιοι δὲ τῆς προσηγορίας τάυτης καὶ οἱ ὑποκριταί) is 

an addition to the original text by Nicetas of Heraclea. Yet N 589 appears to be closer 

to the source; V, instead, deviates from both Maximus and C135 in the following 

readings

d) N 684 corresponds to the first half of sch. 13. The opening sentence in N 684 

(Μυστικώτερον δὲ) turns out to have been added by the compiler of C135, as it is 

absent from both V and the direct tradition of Maximus the Confessor. 

e) N 819 and Maximus’ AJ 10,27,1–14 share two readings against sch. 16 of V. On one 

occasion, however, V and N 819 share the same reading against Maximus’ text:

f) The opening of N 984 (Εἲ δε χρὴ τὸ παρὰ τῶν ἀποστόλων πραγματικῶς γενονὸς 

ἐξετάσαι καὶ μυστικώτερον ἰστέον ὅτι) is absent from both Maximus and V. 

g) Both sch. 28 and N 1314 comment on Luke 8:16. Sch. 28 is a compilation of QT 63,59–

63; 67–68 and 71–79. N 1314 comprises different extracts from Maximus’ QT: QT 

63,59–63; 76–94; 125–13. Yet the opening phrase of N 1314 (Τάχα δὲ λύχνον ἑαυτὸν 

καλεῖ ὁ κύριος, πᾶσι λάμποντα τοῖς ἐν τῇ οἰκίᾳ, λέγω τῷδε τῷ κόσμῳ) as well as the 

closing sentence in it (ἀλλὰ περὶ τούτων καὶ ἐν τῷ Ματθαίῳ εἴρηται· διὸ καὶ 

περιττὸν ἐνταῦθα μηκύνειν) must be additions by Nicetas of Heraclea. It is note-

worthy that the entire N 1314 has been published as fragments 122 and 123 at-

tributed to Origen by Rauer.104 

h) N 1602 (on Luke 10:11) is found as part of a longer comment (sch. 81) on Luke 17:20 

in V. 

i) The beginning of N 1642 (Ὑψηλότερον δὲ ὁ Κύριος δηλοῖ ὅτι) is an addition to the 

original text (CT 1.77,1–6) attributed to Nicetas of Heraclea. 

j) N 1707 presents a shortened version of the first half of sch. 46 in V: the compiler of 

C135 has left out the phrase ἐν τῷ πανδοχείῳ παρὰ τοῦ Κυρίου τῷ ἐπιμελεῖσθαι 

κεκελευσμένῳ. In addition to the omission, N 1707 differs from sch. 46 and Maximus 

in the following readings:

k) In N 2189 the text from Maximus’ CC 2.11,1–7, which appears as sch. 65 in V (com-

menting on Luke 13:19), is augmented with Maximus’ CC 2.10,1–10 (Ὁ τοῦ Θεοῦ 

Λόγος κόκκῳ σινάπεως … τουτέστι τὸ καθ’ ἡμῶν τοῦ διαβόλου κράτος ἀποδιώκειν 

καὶ μετατιθέναι τῆς βάσεως). 

l) In N 2985 the text from Maximus’ QT 3,50–70, which corresponds to sch. 88 in V 

(commenting on Luke 22:8), is expanded with Maximus’ QT 3,1–50 (Τίς ἐστι κατὰ τὸ 

εὐαγγέλιον ὁ ἐν τῇ πόλει τὸ κεράμιον…τῆς ἀληθείας οὐκ ἐκβέβηκε). 

m) The beginning of N 3055 (Ἀναγκαίως μὲ μὴν) and N 3141 (Σὺ δὲ ὅταν ἴδῃς) is slightly 

altered from that of sch. 91 (Ἀναγκαῖος) and 92 (Ὅταν ἴδῃς), respectively. 

To sum up, the comparison of the shared extracts from Maximus the Confessor in V and 

C135 show that: a) the two catenae drew on Maximus’ writings independently; b) the 

compiler of C135 quite frequently supplements the beginning of scholia extracted from 

Maximus the Confessor with material either taken from other works by Maximus or 

provided by Nicetas of Heraclea himself: N 483, N 589, N 684, N 984, N 1314, N 1642, N 

3055, N 3141; c) in 3 cases, C135 appears to include abridged versions of the comments in 

V: N 576, N 1602, N 1707; d) in a single case a comment of C135 (N 589) is closer to the 

original text than the respective scholium of V; e) on two occasions, C135 contains ex-

panded versions of scholia in V: N 2189 and N 2985.

2.4 Paris, BnF, suppl. gr. 1225 (GA 1293), ff. 134r–218v (P) 

2.4.1 The manuscript 

Paris, BnF, suppl. gr. 1225 is a tetraevangelium which consists of 270 parchment leaves 

measuring 145 × 115 mm and was copied in the eleventh century.106 The Gospels of Mat-

thew, Luke and John are accompanied by series of exegetical scholia in the margins, 

making this a frame catena. The four Gospels and the three catenae were copied by the 

same hand in the eleventh century. The manuscript was acquired by the Greek philolo-

gist Mynoides Mynas (f. 5r contains a note written in Latin: Mynas οβʹ) and was among 

those Greek codices transported by him from Greece to France in the middle of the nine-

teenth century. P was acquired by the Bibliothèque nationale de France (BNF) on May 

18, 1898.107 Several folia are partially destroyed by moisture and the manuscript is mu-

tilated both at the beginning and the end. Moreover, a significant number of leaves are 

missing: several folia after f. 1v, 4v and 270v and a single leave after folia 87v and 193v. 

In the current state of the manuscript, blank leaves have been inserted in the original 

binding where these gaps occur. Ff. 13r–16v must also come from another binding. 

These parchment leaves contain Matthew 7:26–9:14 copied in a fourteenth-century 

hand.108 

2.4.2 Contents 

1. Eusebian canons. F. 1r contains the first of the Eusebian canon tables109 and f. 1v has 

a table but with no entries; the rest of the canons were, in all likelihood, in the lost pages 

after page 1. 2. Division of the Gospels. F. 2r contains a text conventionally known as

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the πρόγραμμα εἰς τὸ ἅγιον εὐαγγέλιον, a short exposition of the division of the Gospels 

in chapters. The text is preserved in a large number of tetraevangelia.110 The text in P is 

introduced by an epigram copied in majuscule: Ζήτει πρῶτον τὸν ἔμφυτον φόβον 

ἐμπόνως, και τότε ἔνδον εὑρήσεις τὸν ἔμπυρον λόγον, τὸν διδάσκοντα ἄν(θρωπ)ον 

γνῶσιν.111 3. Eusebius’s Letter to Carpian. Ff. 2v–4v transmit Eusebius’ letter to 

Carpian under the title: Εὐσέβιος Καρπιανῷ ἀδελφῷ ἀγαπητῷ ἐν Κυρίῳ.112 4. Gospel of 

Matthew. The Gospel of Matthew begins on f. 5r. It covers ff. 5r–12v and 17r–80r. F. 80v 

is blank. It opens abruptly with the end of Matthew 5:6: ὅτι αὐτοὶ χορτασθήσονται. The 

initial scholium on f. 5r appears also in Cramer 1.32,23–28 (Τοὺς ἐλεήμονας δὲ μακαρίζει 

… ἐν σωφροσύνῃ διάγοντας). The catena of Matthew in P is classified as C110.1 in the 

catalogue by Parpulov.113 5. Gospel of Mark. An incomplete list of the kephalaia of Mark 

is given on f. 81r. It begins with λζʹ περὶ τῶν Σαδδουκαίων and breaks off abruptly with 

μεʹ περὶ παραδόσεως προφητεία. The number of the next chapter, i.e., μςʹ, is copied with-

out the title. F. 81v contains the preface to the Gospel of Mark.114 F. 82r is blank and f. 82v 

contains the portrait of the evangelist Mark. The Gospel text which covers ff. 83r–130r 

is not accompanied by scholia commenting on it.115 F. 130v, which originally must have 

been blank, bears traces of ink from a long annotation copied after the fourteenth cen-

tury. 6. Gospel of Luke. Ff. 131r–133r contain the kephalaia of the Gospel of Luke under 

the heading κεφάλαια τοῦ κατὰ Λουκᾶν εὐαγγελίου. F. 133v transmits the preface to the 

Gospel of Luke.116 F. 133r is blank and f. 133v portrays the evangelist Luke, which has 

been pasted on a restoration sheet. The Gospel and its catena cover ff. 134r–218v. The 

original f. 194 which contained Luke 17:17–32 is missing and it has been replaced by a 

blank sheet bound into the manuscript at a later stage. 7. Gospel of John. F. 219r con-

tains a list of the first eighteen kephalaia of the Gospel of John under the heading 

κεφάλαια τοῦ κατὰ Ἰωάννην εὐαγγελίου. The eighteenth kephalaion is copied as: Περὶ 

αἰτήσεως τοῦ Δεσποτικοῦ σώματος. Ff. 219v–220r has the preface to the Gospel of John.117 

F. 220v portrays the evangelist John. The Gospel of John and its catena cover ff. 221r–

270v. The catena of John in P is classified as C147.3 by the CPG and Parpulov. The Gospel 

is incomplete and breaks off at John 18:5. It is noteworthy that the catena of John is 

supplemented by a considerable number of scholia written later in minuscule script.

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2.4.3 The Catena on Luke 

Each new section of the Gospel begins with ekthesis and is marked with numerals added 

in the left margin next to the first verse of each section. The kephalaia are numbered 

and copied in the upper margin on the folio where a new chapter begins. The Gospel 

text is written in minuscule whereas the comments are given in a mix of minuscule and 

majuscule letters copied in the outer margins of the main text. P transmits only eleven 

scholia on Luke. Each comment is identified by a symbol placed above the correspond-

ing word in the biblical text and preceding the commentary. The folia are numbered in 

the lower margin of each recto by a modern hand. This hand failed to notice that ff. 135‒

158 had been disordered as a result of rebinding. The correct sequence of text is ff. 134, 

159‒168, 135‒158, 167‒218. Table 7 lists the scholia in P.

Scholia 1, 8 and 11 are from Origen. The scholia in P are reworked versions of Origen 

which are also excerpted in the catena of Luke printed by Cramer (C131). The sources of 

scholia 2‒7 and 10 remain unknown. Sch. 2 (on Luke 1:5) is also found in C131, transmit-

ted on f. 149r in Paris, BnF, Coislin. gr. 23 as part of a short series of comments, the first 

of which bears the attribution ἐξ ἀνεπιγράφου. Sch. 3 (on Luke 1:14) appears also in C131 

but without attribution. Finally, sch. 9 is a compilation of passages from Isidore of Pelu-

sium’s letter 110. 
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3 The Catena of Luke C139.1 

3.1 Athens, National Library of Greece, 2364 (GA 809), ff. 152r–

228r (A) 

3.1.1 The Manuscript 

Athens, EBE, 2364 (A) is a parchment codex which comprises 284 folia measuring 245 × 

200 mm copied in the second half of the tenth century.118 

3.1.2 Contents 

1. Eusebius’s Letter to Carpian. Ff. 1v–2r contains Eusebius’s Letter to Carpian: the 

text is introduced by the title: Ὑπόθεσις κανόνων τῆς τῶν εὐαγγελιστῶν συμφωνίας. 

Εὐσέβιος Καρπιανῷ ἀγαπητῷ ἀδελφῷ ἐν κυρίῳ χαίρειν. 2. Eusebian canons. Ff. 2v–7r 

contain the tables of the Eusebian canons.119 3. Gospel of Matthew. ff. 9r–10v transmit 

the kephalaia of the Gospel of Matthew (τοῦ κατὰ Ματθαίον εὐαγγελίου τὰ κεφάλαια) 

with the Gospel text beginning on f. 11r. Matthew ends on f. 91v. The Gospel is accompa-

nied by a series of exegetical comments (CPG C116) placed in the outer margins of the 

pages. 4. Gospel of Mark. Ff. 98r–v transmit the kephalaia of the Gospel of Mark (τοῦ 

κατὰ Μάρκον εὐαγγελίου τὰ κεφάλαια). Ff. 99r–100v are blank. The Gospel covers ff. 

101r–149v. The catena accompanying the text is CPG type C126.3. 5. Gospel of Luke. The 

kephalaia of the Gospel of Luke (τὰ κεφάλαια τοῦ κατὰ Λουκᾶν εὐαγγελίου) cover ff. 

150r–151v with the Gospel text taking up ff. 152r–228r. 6. Gospel of John. The kephalaia 

of the Gospel of John (τοῦ κατὰ Ἰωάννην εὐαγγελίου τὰ κεφάλαια) are copied on f. 228v 

and this Gospel covers ff. 229r–283v. The series of scholia on the Gospel is CPG type 

C147.5. 7. Ff. 283v–284r bears Photius’ Amphilochia, epist. 124,3–22. The extract in A, 

which begins with Ἰστέον δὲ διὰ τεσσαράκοντα ἡμερῶν and ends with εἰς τὸ Ὄρος τῶν 

Ἐλαιῶν, ὅτε ἀνελήφθη, is copied by a different hand dated probably in the fourteenth 

century. 

3.1.3 The Catena on Luke 

The Gospel text is copied in a slightly larger minuscule script compared to that of the 

catena. In A, missing gospel verses, i.e. lemmata which the first hand fail to copy, are

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supplied by a different hand in the margins. A sign is also placed above the first letter 

of the supplementary text which corresponds to one placed in the gospel text. 

The comments on the Gospel were copied without attributions. Each begins with 

ekthesis and an enlarged initial copied in red ink. The Gospel section numbers as well 

as chapter headings are also copied in red ink in the margins. It should be noted that in 

all four catenae transmitted in A, part of the verse is repeated in red ink before the 

respective comment. This is the only way the exegetical excerpts in A are related to the 

Gospel. 

Finally, a later hand appears to have added the lectionary marks αρχ(η) and τέ(λος) 

as well as lectionary notes on several folios of A: e.g., Σαββάτῳ στ´. Εἶπεν ὁ Κύριος οὐδεὶς 

δὲ λύχνον (f. 176r), Κυριακῇ στ´. Τῷ καιρῷ ἐκείνῳ ἐλθόντι τῷ Ἰησοῦ εἰς τὴν χώραν τῶν 

Γαδαρηνῶν ὑπήντησαν αὐτῷ (f. 177r)120, Κυριακῇ ζ´. Τῷ καιρῷ ἐκείνῳ ἄνθρωπός τις 

προσῆλθεν τῷ Ἰησοῦ ᾧ ὄνομα Ἰάειρος (178r), and Ἑωθινόν στʹ. Τῷ καιρῷ ἐκείνῳ, 

ἀναστὰς ὁ Ἰησοῦς ἐκ νεκρῶν, ἔστη ἐν μέσῳ τῶν μαθητῶν καὶ λέγει αὐτοῖς (f. 227r). 

3.2 Jerusalem, Greek Orthodox Patriarchate, Π. Τάφου 28 

(GA 1313), ff. 102v–164v (J) 

3.2.1 The Manuscript 

Jerusalem, GOP, Taphou 28 is a parchment codex which comprises 212 folia measuring 

280 × 235 mm copied in the middle of the tenth century, although Clark dates it to the 

eleventh century.121 The upper right corner of pages 1‒2 is damaged and the text on f. 1r 

is highly illegible. The history of the manuscript is obscure and its origin remains un-

known. Two notes copied by a later hand on f. 211v and the interior part of the board 

inform us that the codex was brought to the monastery of the Holy Lavra of Saint Sabbas 

by a man called Petros the Karamanites, son of Arapis who was from the village of Por-

ros, in the year 1563. The two notes read as follows: (211v) ἀφιερώθη (αφιωροθη) τὸ 

παρὸν (παρων) βιβλίον (βιβληω) ὁ Πέτρος (πετρως) ὁ υἱὸς (γιως) τοῦ Ἀραπη (αράπι) και 

(κ) εἴ (υ) τις τὸ κλέψαι (κλεψη) ἂν ἔνι ἀφορισμένος (αφωριμεσως) and (board) τοῦ τὸ 

βιβλίον ἐπροσηλώθη (ἐπλοσηλώθη) εἰς τὴν Λαῦραν τοῦ ἁγίου Σάββα τοῦ ἐν 

Ἰεροσολύμοις παρὰ Πέτρου τοῦ Καραμανίτου ἀπὸ χωρίον (χωρείον) λεγόμενον Πόρρῳ, 

ἀπὸ τὸ κάστρον Νύγδα, ἐν ἔτει ͵ ζοα΄ ἰνδικτιῶνος ϛ΄, μηνὶ Μαρτίω. Three epigrams occur 

on folia before each of the Gospels of Mark, Luke and John. Two of the epigrams are 

attributed to Nicetas the Paphlagonian. The first (f. 62v) reads Μάρκος, στίχοι: υἱὸν 

Πέτρου τὸν Μαρκον ἡ θεία χάρις τίθησιν ἄλλον ἀρραγεστάτην πέτραν κρηπῖδα

τῶν θεοπρεπεστάτων ἔργων Ἰησοῦ σκέπτεται (σκέπτετε) τῷ βιβλίῳ υἱὸν θεοῦ τὸν 

Χριστὸν ἐκ προοιμίων λαμπρῶς διδάσκων καὶ σοφῶς ἀναγράφων.122 The second (f. 102r) 

reads Λουκᾶς, στίχοι: ζωῆς τὸν ἄρτον Χριστὸν ἡξιωμένος φαγεῖν, ταφῆς λάμψαντα τῆς 

τριημέρου, εὐαγγελιστὴς τυγχάνει Λουκᾶς τρίτος. ὁ (ὧ) Παῦλος αὐτὸς οὐρανὸν φθάσας 

τρίτον καὶ τὴν ἄνωθεν τῶν ὑπὲρ νοῦν καὶ λόγον λόγων ἀκοῦσας ἐκμυεῖ θεωρίαν, οἶων 

ὁ Λουκᾶς εὐτυχεῖ διδασκάλων. Οὖτως ἄνωθεν οὖτος ἠκριβωμένος τὰ θεῖα θεῖως ἱστορεῖ 

δεδειγμένος, ῤήτωρ πυρίπνους, πάνσοφος, θεηγόρος.123 The origin of the last epigram 

remains unknown. The epigram is found on f. 165v and reads στίχοι Ἰωάννου: ὁ 

παρθένος τι τον τέκοντα τὸν κάτω λιπων τέκοντα τὸν θεὸν κτᾶται μόνον, ὡς παρθένος 

γὰρ πρὸς τὸν ἐκ τῆς παρθένου καλοῦντα Χριστὸν οἷα συγγενὴς τρέχει· ἐντεῦθεν εἰς τὸ 

στῆθος αὐτοῦ γνησίως πεσὼν ἐκεῖθεν τὴν ἄβυσσον λαμβάνει τῆς γνώσεως καὶ πάντα 

πλουτεῖ τὸν κόσμον μυστηρίων ἄγνωστα καὶ τοῖς αγγελοις. θεήγορος τέταρτος οὖν 

Ἰωάννης εὐαγγελιστής, ἀλλ’ ἐν ὕψει δογμάτων πρῶτος, μέγιστος, ἄκρος, ἀρχη καὶ 

τέλος.124 

3.2.2 Contents 

1. Gospel of Matthew. Ff. 1r‒61v transmit the Gospel of Matthew accompanied by a 

long series of scholia (CPG C116) copied in the outer margins of the folia. The exposition 

is preceded by a) a short Gospel colophon (f. 1r): τὸ κατὰ Ματθαῖον εὐαγγέλιον 

συνεγράφη ὑπὸ τοῦ αὐτοῦ Ματθαίου [μετὰ ὁκτὼ χρόνους τῆς Χριστοῦ ἀναλήψεως] 

ἑβραΐδι διαλέκτῳ ἐν Ἰερουσαλημ τῆς Παλαιστίνης [ἑρμηνεύθη δὲ ὑπὸ Ἰωάννου]125 and b) 

preface to the Gospel126. 2. Gospel of Mark. Ff. 63r–100r contain the Gospel of Mark ac-

companied by a catena (CPG C126.3). Ff. 61v‒62v contain the kephalaia of the Gospel of 

Mark: The list of kefalaia begins abruptly without any title introducing them. The series 

of exegetical excerpts is preceded by a short gospel colophon (f. 63r): Τὸ κατὰ Μᾶρκον 

εὐαγγέλιον, συνεγράφη ὑπὸ Μάρκου μετὰ δέκα χρόνους τῆς Χριστοῦ ἀναλήψεως· οὗτος 

ὑπὸ Πέτρου ἀποστόλου ἤκουσεν τὸ εὐαγγέλιον, καὶ συνεγράψατο αὐτὸ μαθητὴς ὢν 

Πέτρου.127 3. Gospel of Luke. Ff. 102v‒165r contain the Gospel of Luke accompanied by 

a series of exegetical extracts on Luke; the last comment occurs on f. 164v. The list of

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kephalaia of the Gospel of Luke is on ff. 100v‒102r. The list stands untitled. F. 102v trans-

mits a short Gospel colophon: τὸ κατὰ Λουκᾶν, ὑπὸ Λουκᾶ ἀποστόλου μετὰ δεκαπέντε 

χρόνους τῆς Χριστοῦ ἀναλήψεως, καὶ οὗτος ὑπὸ Παῦλου ἤκουσεν τὸ εὐαγγέλιον καὶ 

συνεγράψατο μαθητὴς ὢν Παῦλου.128 4. Gospel of John. Ff. 166r‒212v contain the Gospel 

of John accompanied by a series of comments on John (CPG C147.5). F. 165v has the list 

of kephalaia of the Gospel of Luke with no title. F.166r bears a short Gospel colophon: τὸ 

κατὰ Ἰωάννην εὐαγγέλιον ὑπὸ Ἰωάννου ἀποστόλου μετὰ λβʹ χρόνους τῆς Χριστοῦ 

ἀναλἠψεως ἐν Ἐφέσῳ.129 

3.3 Rome, Biblioteca dell’ Accademia dei Lincei e Corsiniana, 

41.G.16 (GA 591), ff. 115r–174v (R) 

3.3.1 The manuscript 

Rome, Biblioteca dell’ Accademia Nazionale dei Lincei e Corsiniana, 41.G.16 is a parch-

ment codex which consist of 227 folia measuring 298 × 240 dated to the second half of 

the twelfth century.130 Ff. 2r–5v contain a detailed description of the contents of the man-

uscript in Latin by a later hand. Two notes, on f. 225v and 226r respectively, shed light 

on the origins of the manuscript. Both indicate that the codex was the property of the 

Monastery of Stilo (known also as the Cattolica di Stilo), a Byzantine church located in 

the town of Stilo in the Province of Reggio in Calabria in southern Italy. The two notes 

read as follows: (f. 225v) βιβλίον (βεβλῆον) τῆς μονῆς τοῦ ὁσίου πατρὸς ἡμῶν Ἰωάννου 

(Ἰωάννεις) τοῦ θεριστοῦ (θερηστοῦ); (f. 226r) τοῦτο τὸ παρὸν βιβλίον (τῷ παρῶν 

βηβλίων) τῆς Μονῆς τοῦ ὁσίου Ἰωάννου (Ἰωάννεις) τοῦ θεριστοῦ (θερηστοῦ) τοῦ στίλου. 

3.3.2 Contents 

1. Gospel of Matthew. Ff. 6r–79v contain the Gospel of Matthew accompanied by a se-

ries of comments in the outer margins of the pages (CPG C116). The Gospel text is pre-

ceded by the title ἀρχὴ σὺν θεῷ τοῦ κατὰ Ματθαῖον εὐαγγελίου. The scholia in the com-

mentary begin with ekthesis; they are often introduced by the conjunction ὅτι or part 

of the Gospel text under discussion is repeated at the beginning of the relevant com-

ment. The series of exegetical comments is preceded by a short Gospel colophon (f. 6r): 

τὸ κατὰ Ματθαῖον εὐαγγέλιον συνεγράφη ὑπὸ τοῦ αὐτοῦ Ματθαίου μετὰ ὁκτὼ χρόνους

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τῆς Χριστοῦ ἀναλήψεως. Tῇ [ἑβραΐδι] διαλέκτῳ ἐν Ἰερουσαλημ τῆς Παλαιστίνης 

ἡρμηνεύθη δὲ ὑπὸ Ἰωάννου.131 According to Reuss, the catena depends on John Chrysos-

tom’s homilies on Matthew.132 2. Gospel of Mark. Ff. 80r–114r transmit the Gospel of 

Mark with comments on it in the margins (CPG C126.3). The title ἀρχὴ τοῦ κατὰ Μάρκον 

εὐαγγελίου introduces the Gospel. A Gospel colophon occurs on f. 80r: Τὸ κατὰ Μᾶρκον 

εὐαγγέλιον συνεγράφη ὑπὸ Μάρκου ἐν Ρώμῃ μετὰ δέκα χρόνους τῆς Χριστοῦ 

ἀναλήψεως· οὗτος ὑπὸ Πέτρου τοῦ ἀποστόλου ἤκουσε τὸ εὐαγγέλιον, καὶ συνεγράψατο 

αὐτὸ μαθητὴς ὢν Πέτρου καὶ θέσει ὑιός, ἀνιψιὸς δὲ Βαρνάβα, ὑιὸς δὲ Μαρίας τῆς τοῦ 

ἀποστόλου δεξιουμένης ὡς ἐν ταῖς πράξεσι γέγραπται τῆς μητρὸς Ἰωάννου τοῦ 

ἐπικαλουμένου Μάρκου, καὶ Ἰωάννης γὰρ ἐκαλεῖτο.133 3. Gospel of Luke. Ff. 115r–174v 

contain the Gospel of Luke accompanied by a catena in the margins. A short Gospel 

colophon copied on f. 115r reads as follows: τὸ κατὰ Λουκᾶν συνεγράφη μετὰ ιεʹ χρόνους 

τῆς Χριστοῦ ἀναλήψεως, καὶ ὑπὸ Παῦλου ἤκουσε τὸ εὐαγγέλιον καὶ συνεγράψατο 

μαθητὴς Παυλου. Συγγράφεται δὲ αὐτὸ ἐν Θήβαις τῆς τῇ Εὐβοίᾳ. Πολλὰ δὲ τῶν τοῖς 

ἄλλοις σεσιωπημένων ἀπεμνημόνευσε καὶ ἠκριβωσεν ἄνωθεν καθὼ καὶ τὸ προοίμιον 

ἐπαγγέλλεται. Ὅτι καὶ Θεοφίλῳ τινὶ τῶν πιστοτάτων, εἰκός ἐστιν ὑπολαμβάνειν γράψαι, 

καὶ πάντιον Θεοφιλῇ Θεοφίλῳ καλείσθαι ἀξίῳ τυγχάνοντι.134 4. Gospel of John. Ff. 176r–

225v have the Gospel of John accompanied by a series of exegetical excerpts in the mar-

gins (CPG C147.5). F. 175r bears an utitled list of the kefalaia of the Gospel. F. 175v is 

blank. The Gospel text which begins on f. 176r is introduced by the title ἀρχὴ τοῦ κατὰ 

Ἰωάννην εὐαγγελίου. On the right margin of the same folio a Gospel colophon reads as 

follows: τὸ κατὰ Ἰωάννην εὐαγγέλιον ὑπὸ Ἰωάννου τοῦ ἀποστόλου μετὰ λβʹ χρόνους τῆς 

Χριστοῦ ἀναλἠψεως ἐν Ἐφέσῳ συνεγράφη. As Reuss pointed out, the text of John 7:53–

8:11 was copied by a later hand in the lower margin on ff. 193v–194r.135 

3.3.3 The Catena on Luke 

The evangelical text is copied in a slightly larger minuscule script than that of the ca-

tena. The individual quotations, which do not cite the name of the patristic author, are 

often introduced by a repetition of the verse under discussion. Each comment is also 

marked by a small cross placed at the beginning. R contains many orthographic mis-

takes: it often has ω instead of ο, η instead of ει, ει instead of ι, ι instead of η, ε instead 

of αι. R shows also a strong preference for the final (ν) in words such as ἐστίν. 

With regard to the catane of Luke in R, two further remarks can be made:

3.4 Athens, Ch. G. Sarros Collection, 1 (GA 2517) (S) 

3.4.1 The manuscript 

Athens, Ch. A. Sarros Collection, 1 is a parchment codex which in its current state con-

sists of 109 folia measuring 250 × 205 mm dated to the second half of the tenth century. 

The codex appears to have lost several folia and the extant 109 folia have been disor-

dered as a result of rebinding. 

3.4.2 Contents 

The manuscript must originally have contained the entire four gospels with series of 

comments copied in its margins. Parpulov gives the correct order of the folia bearing 

the four gospels.136 In respect of the catena of Luke in S, the correct order of the folia is 

the following: 58r-v Luke 1:11–23 and catena; 69r-v Luke 5:8–31 no catena; 72r–75v Luke 

5:14–6:29 and catena; 46r-v Luke 6:39–42 no catena; 76r–79v Luke 6:47–8:1 and catena; 

97r-v Luke 8:1–13 and catena; 80r–81v 8:13–8:34 and catena;137 52r-v Luke 8:34–46 no ca-

tena; 101r-v Luke 9:5–17 and catena; 82r–84v Luke 9:29–10:7 and catena; 54r-v Luke 10:7–

21 and catena; 85r-v Luke 10:23–34 and catena; 50r-v Luke 11:4–17 and catena; 86r-v Luke 

12:51–13:3 and catena; 49r-v Luke 13:6–19 and catena;138 60r-v Luke 13:19–34 and catena; 

47r-v Luke 15:9–25 and catena; 70r-v Luke 15:25–16:6 and catena; 59r-v Luke 16:12–27 and 

catena; 87r-v Luke 17:13–29 and catena; 62r-v Luke 17:29–18:7 and catena. 

3.5 The sources of C139.1 

The focus of this section is on the identification of the sources of the scholia transmitted 

in the catena C139.1. Table 9 summarises the contents of the catena based on the textual 

analysis of each extract. All scholia of C139.1 are transmitted without any source attrib-

ution in the four witnesses of the catena, which might be indicative of the way in which

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the comments had originally been presented in the catena tradition the four manu-

scripts represent. There are a few occasions when what is presented as a single scho-

lium in the manuscript actually consists of a combination of multiple sources.

Although C139.1 originally contained 439 scholia in total commenting on Luke 1:1–24:53, 

the exact source can only be identified for 141 scholia. The information about the tradi-

tion of the scholia demonstrates the importance of the catena tradition in preserving 

writings which have otherwise been lost: approximately only one-third of the scholia in 

C139.1 are known today through the direct tradition of an author’s work.

Besides the data presented in Table 10, the following remarks about the provenance of 

scholia in C139.1 can be made: 

a) Five scholia are only transmitted in catena manuscripts of the Gospel of Mark: E 122 

(on Luke 6:13), E 123 (on Luke 6:16), E 379 (on Luke 20:10), E 418 (on Luke 22:70) and 

E 422 (on Luke 23:40).139 The provenance of the scholia is unknown.  

b) In E 413 (on Luke 22:42) the sentence Ὡς ἀρχὴν τινῶν ἄχρονον, τοῦτό φησι, καὶ τοῦ 

μὴ δοκεῖν εἶναι ἀντίθεος, is also found in the catena tradition of the Pauline epis-

tles.140 Given that the text is copied in Gregory of Nazianzus’ writings,141 it is plausi-

ble to surmise that C139.1 relied on the works of the fourth-century bishop of Con-

stantinople. 

c) The source of E 171 remains unknown; the text of the comment, however, is trans-

mitted in the catena of Luke attributed to Theophylact of Ochrid (12th c.).142 It is 

highly likely, given the method used by Theophylact in the composition of his ca-

tena, that the bishop of Ochrid made use of the catena tradition of C139.1. This com-

ment is also copied by Chrysanthus Notaras (also known as Chrysanthus of Jerusa-

lem), a Greek Orthodox Patriarch of Jerusalem from 1707–1731, in his writing Περὶ 

Ἀφορισμοῦ.143

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3.6 Relationship between the manuscripts of C139.1 

C139.1 is transmitted in four manuscripts. A transmits 412 comments covering the entire 

gospel of Luke. J contains 339 excerpts commenting on the entire gospel too. R contains 

336 comments; the last excerpt covers Luke 24:43. As mentioned already, S has not fully 

survived and folia in it have been misordered as a result of rebinding. S contains 133 

excerpts in total, the last one of which expounds Luke 18:2. In what follows, the exami-

nation of the relationship between the four manuscripts of C139.1 is based on the ex-

cerpts shared by all four manuscripts of C139.1. The numbering of excerpts is that given 

in the edition of C139.1 in chapter 9 of the book. 

On two occasions the gospel verse introducing the comment is not from Luke: In E 

432 (= A 405 = R 333) the heading Ἦραν τὸν κύριόν μου is John 20:13 and in E360 (= A 335 

= R 275) the heading Τί ἄρα ἔσται ἡμῖν is Mattthew 19:27. Both comments are not trans-

mitted in J; the respective folia from S are missing and we cannot therefore know 

whether S included these two comments as well. Additionally, E 146 = A 138 = R 116 

(Ἐντεῦθέν σοι ἡ γνῶσις τοῦ συμπεριλαβόντος τρίτου ἔτους τῆς Χριστοῦ περιόδου) is a 

scholium on Luke 8:1 that is mistakenly repeated in A in the lower margin of f. 194v 

after a scholium on Luke 13:8. While E 146 is also copied in R, the incorrect insertion of 

E 144 on f. 194v is not paralleled by any of the other manuscripts of C139.1. The study of 

the variants transmitted by the four witnesses shows that there is no direct link between 

any of them. Yet the fact that all four manuscripts transmitting C139.1 quite often share 

mistakes in comparison with the direct tradition of these works, indicating that the 

manuscripts come from the same tradition:

The common readings between the manuscripts AJRS may be explained by the exist-

ence of a version of C139.1 from which all four manuscripts derive. The textual compar-

ison of the excerpts preserved in all four witnesses of C139.1 provides us with a more 

complicated picture, though:

The results of the comparison between the shared passages in A, J, R, and S can be 

summed up as follows: we identify: a) 57 instances in which AJS have a common reading 

against R, b) 45 instances in which ASR have a common reading against J, c) 28 instances 

in which AJR have a common reading against S, d) 27 instances in which JRS have a 

common reading against A, e) 22 instances in which AS have a common reading, f) 20 
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instances in which JR have a common reading, g) 5 instances in which AR have a com-

mon reading, h) 4 instances in which JS have a common reading, i) 3 instances in which 

RS have a common reading, j) 2 instances in which AJ have a common reading. 

These results appear to point to two archetypes from which AS and JR derive, re-

spectively. Similarities between the four manuscripts indicate the the existence of a ver-

sion of the catena C139.1 (α), used by the prototype of A and S (β), as well as by the 

prototype of J and R (γ). Such a proposition could also explain the fact that J omits a 

significant number of excerpts preserved in ARS. In particular, table 10 shows that in 

19 cases ARS have copied a comment absent in J: E 118; E 131; E 133; E 148; E 149; E 160; 

E 169; E 171; E 178; E 184; E 196; E 216; E 288; E 318; E 321; E 322; E 325; E 326; E 327.

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4 Editorial principles 

Producing an edition of passages from a catena poses several problems. The texts edited 

below are collections of selections which in most cases must have retained the wording 

of the sources, but they may also have been edited by the compiler. In fact, most of the 

original works have not been preserved, or are only available as fragments and trans-

lations. Parallels in other catena collections may have been adjusted in a different man-

ner. We are, thus, in the unfortunate position of not knowing which versions of the 

original texts or other sources the compilers had at their disposal. However, recent stud-

ies have shown that excerptors or compilers were prone to textual changes, especially 

omissions and additions.144 When the surviving manuscripts of the catenae transmit a 

mistake or an incongruous reading, we cannot be certain whether a) the reading was 

present in the source text, b) the original text was corrupted by the compiler, or c) such 

mistakes are scribal errors. Given the particular structure of an excerpt collection, 

therefore, the present editions intend to present the texts as transmitted in the extant 

manuscripts of the catenae rather than to present a corrected version. 

Since traditional philological approaches are not useful tools for editing a codex 

unicus, for the catena types C137.2, C137,4, 137.6 and 137.11 I will rely on the modern ap-

proaches of Byzantine philologists who highlight the importance of the manuscript it-

self.145 Methodologically, the edition of these compilations will be based on the ratio 

edendi of the edition of Psellos’ Chronographia by D.R. Reinsch:146 the edited text will 

remain faithful to the manuscript and orthography and punctuation will be regularised. 

Each scholium is accompanied by a double critical apparatus. In cases when the extracts 

differ from their sources, the present editions give the readings in the manuscript tra-

dition of the catenae and indicate in the apparatus criticus details offered by modern 

scholarship on the direct tradition.  

For the catena type C139.1, which is preserved in four manuscripts, source texts are 

taken into consideration when the manuscripts are at variance with each other. For 

C139.1 the sigla given at the beginning of the apparatus criticus indicate the manuscripts 

upon which each comment is based. The apparatus criticus indicates differences be-

tween the manuscripts and other sources, using standard abbreviations. In the edition 

of codices singuli and of the catena C139.1, possible deletions, additions, interpolations,

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syntactical and grammatical corruptions of the text are identified. Where corrections 

were observed, including adjustments made by the first hand in scribendo, the initial 

reading was also transcribed. If text was no longer legible, the present edition offers a 

reconstruction based on the sources described below and indicates it accordingly. Text 

which has been reconstructed where the original is illegible or lacunose is enclosed in 

square brackets; if no clear parallel could be found, the approximate number of missing 

characters is noted by a series of dots within square brackets. Proper names which are 

misspelled in the extant manuscripts are emended and information is provided in the 

apparatus criticus. Most of the orthographic variations are common spelling variants in 

later Greek, such as alternation between ει, ι and η or between αι and ε. It should be 

said that variant spellings occurred in the manuscripts are regularly emended in con-

formity with the readings found in LSJ or TLG. For the convenience of modern readers, 

variant spellings are not indicated in the apparatus criticus. The contents of the catena 

types C137.2, C137.4, 137.6, 137.9 and 139.1, the grouping of the fragments from different 

collections, as well as the sequence of leaves are given here for the first time. The appa-

ratus fontium lists the immediate passages upon which each excerpt is based, with de-

tails of printed editions as follows:
