Ancient authors and works are abbreviated according to LSJ and DGE, except for: Aeschylus: Aesch.
(not A.); Antiatticist: Antiatt. (not Lex.Antiatt.); Apollonius Dyscolus: Apoll.Dysc. (not A.D.); Apollonius
Rhodius: Apoll.Rh. (not A.R.); Dionysius of Halicarnassus, Antiquitates Romanae: D.H. Ant. Rom.; Euripi-
des: Eur. (not E.); Hymni Homerici: quoted in the format H.Hom.Merc., H.Hom.Cer., etc.; Josephus: Ios.
