2. WEATHER 
· Preferences about weather and station of the year.
· Elicitation of memories about the weather in the past.
· Questions about climate change and what would happen if we have a dough. 
3. PLACE OF RESIDENCE
· The interviewee’s house, its distribution and whether it has been renovated. 
· The neighbors and the neighborhood where the interviewee lives. 
· Elicitation of memories about the neighborhood where the interviewee grew up. 
· Elicitation of memories about how the neighborhood changed over time, and predictions about how it may change in the future.
