The Mouton d’Or Award

This annual prize was established by Mouton de Gruyter, on the recommenda-
tion of the Editor-in-Chief of Semiotica in 1980, to recognize the single article
judged best within the five volumes published during the preceding calendar
year. Prizes are awarded on the recommendation of a three-person international
jury of peers, appointed (except initially) for staggered three-year terms. Mem-
bers serve independently of both the editorial staff and the publisher’s employees.
The prize consists of a three-year free subscription to Semiotica.
