1.3 Baader, Johannes 

dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.4 Bahr, Hermann 

In a message from 1917 to his wife, Hugo von Hofmannsthal mentioned a speech on Austria by B. (see the speech 
entry for H.’s Österreich im Spiegel seiner Dichtung or Die Idee Europa), but it cannot be clarified what speech he 
referred to; http://www.univie.ac.at/bahr/: main elements checked, but might require more extensive scrutiny; 
dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.5 Ball, Hugo 

S495 checked; no speeches in B.’s Schriften zur Geschichte und Politik (in www.textlog.de); the afterword in P152 
mentions all speeches listed here, except for Grabbe; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.6 Barlach, Ernst 

http://www.ernst-barlach-gesellschaft.de/vita.html checked; P191 82 reports 1932: “Schallaufnahmen für die 
NORAG, Hamburg”; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.7 Baum, Vicki 

No relevant sources at the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin; dra.de checked (nothing relevant), last 
modified 06.03.2014, consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.8 Becher, Johannes R. 

B. had the habit of now and then recycling articles, fragments and other speeches when conceiving a new speech; 
every entry with “trans. back from Russian”: B. must have held these speeches in German, because he could not 
speak Russian (S290 86); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 20.05.2015. 
 
1.9 Beer-Hofmann, Richard 

S77 334 reports “Vorlesungen in Zürich und Luzern 1935”: these were prob. no speeches, because there are no prim. 
sources whatsoever and S77, when referring to speeches, consistently uses the common term “Rede”; during his 
American exile (1939-1945), B. also held some commemorative speeches and he spoke some words of thanks, while 
also speaking at the Austrian-American League (1941) and at Harvard, Yale and Columbia Universities (1944) (S441 + 
S440 102); dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.10 Beheim-Schwarzbach, Martin 

Only traditional speeches after 1950 (see the bibl. by Margarete Wienges included in Martin Beheim-Schwarzbach, 
Hamburg, Christians, 1968); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.11 Benjamin, Walter 

In 1913 and 1914, B. was involved in the organisation of the Berlin Youth Forum (Sprechsaal der Jugend), a discussion 
group comprising members of Gustav Wyneken’s Youth Movement (see S12 866-870/872-875/879/881f.); B. visited 
Karl Kraus’ lectures more than one time, he also listened to them on the radio (S505 351); B. is an exception among 
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German writers in that he mostly held radio speeches; between 1929 and 1932 he spoke more than eighty times on 
the radio, mainly reading his own texts or improvising them, he often recycled his own newspaper articles (S505 
278/331f.); S505 331f./594: concise summary of B.’s radio work; the titles of B.’s radio speeches can be looked up in 
the overall index of B.’s collected works (S432 934ff.), but not all of the texts might be retrievable; B.’s essay Der 
Saturnring oder Etwas vom Eisenbau from 1928 or 1929, part of the Arcades Project, might have been written for a 
radio broadc. (S505 287), but it has not been included into this speech database because there is no ref. on dra.de; in 
the beginning of 1934 B. expressed the hope that he could once lecture on Franz Kafka and Samuel Agnon (S505 
442), he had only discussed Kafka’s Beim Bau der Chinesischen Mauer on the radio in 1931; at the end of June 1935, 
B. attended the First International Congress for the Defence of Culture in Paris, but he did not speak himself (S505 
503f., see the entry of Johannes R. Becher’s speech Im Zeichen des Menschen und der Menschheit for B.’s impression 
of the conf.); during his time at the Château de Vernuche internment camp, B. gave lectures in front of the other 
internees, incl. a lecture on the concept of guilt (he prob. spoke in French) (S505 652); it is often unclear whether 
some of B.’s radio contributions can actually be classified as radio speeches; S10 + S145 (nearly identical texts) also 
contain lists of B.’s radio appearances, these lists are nearly identical to dra.de, all checked, only mentioned here in 
case of added value (title or other additional information); “There are no known recordings of Benjamin’s voice.” 
(S505 704), but Gershom Scholem was highly positive about B.’s appearances in front of an audience, praising 
especially his melodious voice (S505 77); the texts of some of B.’s radio reviews might be included in P276; dra.de 
checked. 
 
1.12 Benn, Gottfried 

B.’s first radio appearance (a “Dichterlesung”) took place in 1927 (S98 30); B. was banned from holding “Vorträge” on 
the radio as early as 1934 (S125 100); the Rede auf Marinetti from 1934 was his has recorded speech before 1950; 
S127 (overview of B.’s radio appearances) checked; Das Hörwerk (all his radio appearances on CD and a booklet 
containing a chronology) still needs to be checked; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 11.07.2018. 
 
1.13 Bergengruen, Werner 

B. held many Gelegenheits- and Gedenkreden after 1945, which can all be found in his collection Mündlich 
gesprochen: Reden, Ansprachen, Vorträge; entry 04.11.1932 from the series Das neue Buch is prob. a reading from a 
new work; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.14 Bierbaum, Otto Julius 

dra.de checked (no entry; died long before introduction public radio), consulted 16.12.2014. 
 
1.15 Blümner, Rudolf 

B. held a “Vortrag” together with Kurt Schwitters at the Galerie Der Sturm on 05.05.1920 (S38 5), which most likely 
comprised poetry recitations; S464 narrates B.’s life and works, it has not been checked yet; dra.de checked, last 
modified 06.03.2014, consulted 19.02.2015. 
 
1.16 Böhlau, Helene 

dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 19.02.2015. 
 
1.17 Borchardt, Rudolf 

S388: full bibliography with a separate chapter on speeches, not yet consulted; S399: contains a lot of information on 
individual speeches by B., index of his works has not yet been fully checked; B. once referred to himself “als ein nur 
selten öffentlich Sprechender” (R. Borchardt, letter to Giorgio Gabetti, 07.02.1933, cited in: P274, 153) (!); “Seit 1912 
und vor allem 1919 spreche ich öffentlich.” (B. in an autobiographical comment, P125 578): see, however, B.’s first 
three speeches in this speech database; from 1903 onwards, B. lived in Tuscany (P274 115), but until the Nazi 
takeover of power in 1933 he frequently toured Germany to hold speeches; B. even employed his public speaking 
techniques in his writings; he often improvised (this is confirmed by copious accounts of writers who attended one or 
more of B.’s speeches, see the individual speech entries for some examples), which was hard to take down in 
stenography, thus few ‘exact’ scripts (if any) are available, see the introduction to B.’s Rede über Unterricht, 
Erziehung und Bildung; G. Hillard, Rudolf Borchardt, 154-157, in: P56, 149-158: H. explaining and praising B.’s oratory 
skills, incl. personal accounts of some of B.’s speech appearances; B. held many informal speeches (S61), even in 
front of soldiers in 1915 (S61 258 + S394 + S399 87/433), see e.g. Bismarck; therefore, many of B.’s speeches remain 
undocumented or there only remain sparse references to them, see e.g. S394 for the year 1919: “Reden und 
Vorlesungen”, which prob. refer to the same collection of events as the “bis ins Frühjahr 1920 reichende[n] 
Fortsetzung der Redetätigkeit in Berlin vor privatem Publikum in privaten Räumen” (P124 595, in the comm. to B.’s 
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speech Einleitung in den Geist der Zeit); in a message from 1917 to his wife, Hugo von Hofmannsthal announced an 
upcoming speech by B. at the Deutsche Gesellschaft 1914 (see the speech entry for H.’s Österreich im Spiegel seiner 
Dichtung or Die Idee Europa), but it cannot be clarified what speech he referred to; S402 324 characterises Deutsche 
Literatur im Kampfe um ihr Recht from 1931 as a speech, but S403 150 and S394 call it a “Schrift” and a “Broschüre”, 
respectively, and the orig. 1931 publ. lacks a speech marker in the subtitle, indicating where and when the speech 
had been held (this was information that B. usually included into the subtitle) (see R. Borchardt, Deutsche Literatur 
im Kampfe um ihr Recht, Munich, Müller, 1931); S399 397f.: evolution of B.’s thinking, which can be traced in his 
speeches; S8: B.’s reversion to classical antiquity viewed in the light of his criticism of modernism and modernity, 
important theme in his speeches; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.18 Boy-Ed, Ida 

dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.19 Brecht, Bertolt 

S472, particularly 10f.: lists all of B.’s speeches, it has not been taken into consideration for this speech database; 
dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 27.11.2015. 
 
1.20 Broch, Hermann 

The comm. section in P42 contains additional information on the speeches listed here; dra.de checked (no entry), 
consulted 21.11.2015.

1.22 Canetti, Elias 

For four years during his time in Vienna, C. regularly visited the lectures of Karl Kraus; C. only delivered one speech in 
German before 1950 (S13 118), although he did hold the English-language speech Proust ‒ Kafka ‒ Joyce: Ein 
Einführungsvortrag in Bryanston in Aug. 1948; after the Second World War C. spoke often; dra.de checked (no entry), 
consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.23 Carossa, Hans 

dra.de checked (nothing relevant), last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.24 Courths-Mahler, Hedwig 

No speeches found; G. Sichelschmidt, Hedwig Courths-Mahler: Deutschlands erfolgreichste Autorin: Eine 
literatursoziologische Studie, Bonn, Bouvier, 1967: speeching does not support her position as middlebrow novelist; 
dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 21.11.2015. 
 
1.25 Däubler, Theodor 

From 1925 until his death in 1934, D. was a public figure in Berlin, where he became chairman of PEN Germany in 
1927, a member of the Literary Section of the Prussian Academy of Arts in 1928 and from where he travelled in all 
directions to hold “Vorträge[n] und Lesungen” (F. Kemp, Vorwort, 14, in: T. Däubler, F. Kemp (Ed.) & F. Pfäfflin (Ed.), 
Im Kampf um die moderne Kunst und andere Schriften, Darmstadt, Luchterhand, 1988, 11-24); as chairman of PEN 
Germany, D. attended conferences in Oslo, Vienna, The Hague and Budapest (E. Fischer, Das Zentrum in der 
Weimarer Republik: Von der Gründung bis zur Auflösung unter nationalsozialistischer Herrschaft (1923‒1933), 88, in: 
D. Bores & S. Hanuschek (Eds.), Handbuch PEN: Geschichte und Gegenwart der deutschsprachigen Zentren, 
Berlin/Boston, De Gruyter Oldenbourg, 2014, 71-132); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
21.11.2015. 
 
1.26 Dehmel, Richard 

D. undertook Vortragsreisen between 1905 and 1909, during which he travelled through Germany while also visiting 
Vienna and Prague (P344 304); dra.de checked (no entry; died before introduction public radio), consulted 
06.12.2015. 
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1.27 Döblin, Alfred 

Not included are D.’s scientific lectures as a doctor and psychiatrist, which were held in professional, specialised 
contexts, an example is Über einen Fall von Dämmerzuständen from 1908 (see S25 424 + S159 16); D. was a member 
of the Philosophische Gruppe (some other members were Walter Benjamin and Bertolt Brecht), where he held 
speeches (Brecht and Robert Musil were in the audience) (S37 312); D. was a member of the Gruppe 1925, which was 
involved in organising public speeches and lectures and whose members had 14 official meetings between the 
beginning of 1926 and the beginning of 1927 (S367 211); D. had a Bildfunk appearance on 09.09.1929 (dra.de), 
shortly after Gottfried Benn had held his Totenrede für Klabund there, but it is unclear whether it was a speech; also 
see [Notizen zu Vorträgen über sein Werk aus der Zeit des Pariser Exils] (P78 222-225^); S454 contains an index of D.’s 
works, which has not been entirely checked; S157 not entirely checked; chronology in S159 up to and incl. 1938 
entirely checked, scientific lectures have not been included; http://www.alfred-doeblin.de/werk/werk_chronik.htm 
and http://www.alfreddoeblin.de/site/alfred_doeblin/biographie has not yet been checked; dra.de checked, last 
modified 06.03.2014, consulted 14.07.2018. 
 
1.28 Edschmid, Kasimir 

dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 13.12.2015. 
 
1.29 Eggebrecht, Axel 

Only held traditional speeches after 1950 (see the bibl. included in Axel Eggebrecht, Hamburg, Christians, 1969); 
dra.de contains a lot of entries starting with “Mitwirkung in:”, which were collaborations (cf. “Gemeinsam mit”) and 
which prob. involved conversations rather than speeches; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
18.12.2015. 
 
1.30 Einstein, Carl

checked (no entry), consulted 06.12.2015. 
 
1.31 Fallada, Hans

contains bibliographic information on speeches; no relevant sources at the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu 
Berlin; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 31.07.2015. 
 
1.32 Feuchtwanger, Lion 

S64 contains many speeches held after 1938; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 06.12.2015. 
 
1.33 Flake, Otto 

Only held speeches after 1939; his radio appearances only involved readings from his own works (dra.de); dra.de 
checked (nothing relevant), last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 06.12.2015. 
 
1.34 Fleißer, Marieluise 

No traditional speeches; nothing in Materialien zum Leben und Schreiben der Marieluise Fleißer (Lebenslauf); nothing 
in Gesammelte Werke, vol.2 (1972 or 1983); nothing in Gesammelte Werke, vol.4; only one reference to a reading 
from her own work (Gesammelte Werke, vol.4, 612); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
26.11.2015. 
 
1.35 Fort, Gertrud von le 

The Gertrud von le Fort Archives also contain Vorträge, as does the Deutsches Literaturarchiv; dra.de checked (no 
entry), consulted 05.09.2014. 
 
1.36 Fulda, Ludwig 

F. read or spoke at least once at the Lesezirkel Hottingen (S430 52), but it is unclear whether he held a speech; dra.de 
checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 20.11.2015. 
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1.37 Gan, Peter 

“Nie hat er auf sich oder irgend etwas gepocht. Er gibt sich weder als Verkünder noch als Erneuerer. An den 
Gewissen rüttelt er nicht, er ruft nicht auf, er sprengt nicht, er schwingt keine Fahne. Also hat er es schwer, wahr- 
[119] genommen zu werden.” (S414 118f.); “Hinzu kommt eine mit den Jahren wachsende Neigung, sich selbst zu 
kommentieren, anfangs in Briefen, später auch [479] im Druck und im Vortrag. Dichten und Denken, Gemüt und 
Vernunft betreiben da mit- und gegeneinander die abenteuerlichsten Geschäfte, bei denen der ‘gemeine 
Menschenverstand’ häufig genug ins Gedränge gerät.” (S420 478f.); dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 06.12.2015. 
 
1.38 George, Stefan 

P307 has been checked, the other volumes within the collected works only contain poems and translations; the bibl. 
and chronology in S471 778-805 have been checked, they only mention Lesungen, which prob. involved G. reading 
from his own work; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 06.12.2015. 
 
1.39 Goering, Reinhard 

No relevant sources at the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin; the collection Prosa, Dramen, Verse contains 
four essays that do not appear to be speeches (no bibliographical information); dra.de checked, last modified 
06.03.2014, consulted 03.01.2016.

No speeches found; dra.de checked (nothing relevant), last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 06.12.2015. 
 
1.41 Graf, Oskar Maria 

G. went on a speech tour to Vienna on 24.02.1933, in reaction to the Nazi book burning of 10.05 he held multiple 
speeches in Vienna and other cities, these speeches dealt with the Nazi regime, it was the beginning of G.’s exile 
(S489); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 06.12.2015. 
 
1.42 Grimm, Hans 

dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 03.08.2015. 
 
1.43 Haas, Willy 

dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 03.01.2016. 
 
1.44 Harden, Maximilian 

S503 24: "Als Harden um 1888 den Schauspielberuf aufgab und nach einigen Jahren als Feuilletonist eine eigene 
Wochenschrift begründete, ersetzte er die Bühne gleichwohl durch eine rege Vortragstätigkeit in allen größeren 
Städten Deutschlands, aber auch in Wien und Budapest. In seinen Vorträgen behandelte Harden vorwiegend 
politische, aber auch theater- und literaturkritische Themen. Er galt als einer der besten Redner seiner Zeit und 
sprach regelmäßig in großen Sälen von 2.000 bis 3.000 Zuhörern, und zwar auch während des Ersten Weltkrieges."; 
H. went on Vortragsreisen, e.g. to Norway in the spring of 1912 (S503 25); dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 
03.08.2015. 
 
1.45 Hasenclever, Walter 

His work mainly consists of journalistic pieces, few actual speeches could be found; dra.de checked, last modified 
06.03.2014, consulted 29.01.2016. 
 
1.46 Hauptmann, Gerhart 

H. undertook many speech tours, e.g. to the USA in 1932: a lot of public attention for his speeches, H. at the peak of 
his popularity (S332 67-91 + S335 655-668^); S339 has not been checked completely; S335 contains a lot of valuable 
and updated information on speeches held by H.: speeches can be looked up in the index; dra.de checked, last 
modified 06.03.2014, consulted 23.08.2015. 
 
1.47 Hausmann, Raoul 

dra.de checked. 
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1.48 Hennings, Emmy 

She mainly recited Dadaistic poems; dra.de checked (two entries: Emmy Ball-Hennings and Emmy Hennings), last 
modified 06.03.2014, consulted 19.02.2016. 
 
1.49 Hesse, Hermann 

H. Waibler, Hermann Hesse: Eine Bibliographie, Bern/Munich, Francke, 1962 does not list any speeches; among H.’s 
work prepared for ritualistic occasions, written pieces such as Festschriften and Trauerschriften prevail; 
“Vortragsreisen” are mentioned, prob. involved readings from his own books as part of literary promotion tours; 
between 1905 and the 1930s, H. was frequently invited by the Zurich-based Lesezirkel Hottingen, where he mainly 
read from his own work (S430 55, which does not mention any speeches); dra.de checked (nothing relevant), last 
modified 06.03.2014, consulted 27.11.2015. 
 
1.50 Heym, Georg 

Only his poetry declamations at Der Neue Club have been extensively documented; dra.de checked (no entry; died 
long before introduction public radio), consulted 31.01.2016. 
 
1.51 Hillard, Gustav 

P56 checked, only contains speeches held after 1945; nothing at the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin; the 
Killy Literaturlexikon mentions “Vorträge” on Hausenstein, Hofmannsthal, Thomas Mann and Wagner (among other 
people), which might refer to some of the essays included in P56 and P322; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 
31.01.2016. 
 
1.52 Hiller, Kurt 

In 1926 H. founded the Gruppe revolutionärer Pazifisten, a radical left-wing pacifist movement, which organised 
regular meetings with speeches in Berlin; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 16.03.2015. 
 
1.53 Hoddis, Jakob van 

dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 16.03.2015. 
 
1.54 Hofmannsthal, Hugo von 

S399: contains a lot of information on individual speeches by H., index of his works has not yet been fully checked; 
S375: many references to H.’s speeches, especially to Der Dichter und diese Zeit and Das Schrifttum als geistiger 
Raum der Nation, these references have not been included into this speech database; S399 397: evolution of H.’s 
thinking, which can be traced in his speeches; dra.de checked (nothing relevant), last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
04.08.2015. 
 
1.55 Hollander, Walther von 

dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 19.02.2016. 
 
1.56 Horváth, Ödön von 

Only one speech found after checking all his collected works, among other books; dra.de checked (nothing relevant), 
last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 20.02.2016. 
 
1.57 Huch, Ricarda 

Often improvised using notes, many texts provide only crude reconstructions, many manuscripts are lost (P160 547); 
dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 20.02.2016. 
 
1.58 Huelsenbeck, Richard 

H.’s radio speeches mainly comprised travel reports; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
26.02.2016. 
 
1.59 Ihering, Herbert 

I. held many radio speeches; “Manuskripte der Rundfunksendungen Iherings liegen nicht (mehr) vor, zum Teil 
wurden die Vorträge frei gesprochen” (S6 55^); S6 55f.^: general information on I.’s radio speeches; it is difficult to 
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determine whether the radio entries concern actual radio speeches or whether they concern radio shows; many of 
the titles on dra.de correspond to articles that were publ. later on; the texts may not always have been the same as 
the actual speech texts and they may not always refer to themselves as a speech; in these cases, most of the 
information has been acquired by comparing the prim. sources with sec. information from dra.de. 
 
1.60 Jahnn, Hans Henny 

His speeches dealing with pipe organs have been excluded, because J. held these in front of professional 
organisations, thus assuming the non-literary (teilbereichspezifische) role of an organ builder; however, his radio 
speeches dealing with organs have been included, because they appear to have been held with a popularising aim, 
which required J. to assume the interdiscursive role of writer/intellectual; Aufgabe des Dichters in dieser Zeit from 
1935 “war sein letzter öffentlicher Auftritt als Redner bis zum November 1946.” (P260 208); from this time onwards, 
J. occasionally held speeches again (cf. P260 268-271); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
09.02.2016. 
 
1.61 Jünger, Ernst 

Only traditional speeches after 1950, which mainly involved words of thanks at award ceremonies (S365 110-114); 
before that year, J. only held radio speeches; dra.de checked 10.11.2015.

1.63 Kaiser, Georg

the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 15.02.2017. 
 
1.64 Kantorowicz, Alfred 

Collections: In unserem Lager ist Deutschland: Reden und Aufsätze and Vom moralischen Gewinn der Niederlage: 
Artikel und Ansprachen; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 20.03.2016. 
 
1.65 Kasack, Hermann 

The German Radio Archives provide an overview of K.’s appearances on the radio, but it is not entirely clear which 
entries represent speeches:

the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin contains no speech references; K.’s autobiographical novel Wohin 
denn ich mentions “Vorträge” (see M.L. Kaschnitz, C. Büttrich (Ed.) & N. Miller (Ed.), Gesammelte Werke, vol.2, 
Frankfurt am Main, Insel, 1981, 390-394/403f./419/441/443/472f.), but it is unclear in what year these were held 
and the authenticity of these references seems questionable; dra.de checked 10.11.2015 (no entry). 
 
1.67 Kesten, Hermann 

Many speeches held after 1938; dra.de checked 10.11.2015. 
 
1.68 Keun, Irmgard 

Since 1938 member of the German PEN Club in exile in London (no speeches held there could be found); dra.de 
checked 27.04.2015 (nothing relevant). 
 
1.69 Kisch, Egon Erwin 

Shortly after 26.11.1929, K. went on a “Vortragsreise” through Czechoslovakia, to Bratislava (which he visited on the 
28th, 28.12?) and to Vienna (E.E. Kisch, Bankett in Hollywood., in: Prager Tagblatt, vol.54, no.275, 24.11.1929, 3), it is 
unclear whether this was a speech tour; in 1918, K. was a speaker at the revolutionary Rote Garde; during the 
Spanish Civil War, K. was one of the writers and intellectuals performing “Vorlesungen und Rezitationen” in order to 
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boost morale among those who were fighting in the Republican armies (S391 177); overall, K.’s radio speeches 
mainly comprised readings from his own works (reportage); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
01.04.2016. 
 
1.70 Klabund 

dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 20.03.2016. 
 
1.71 Kolb, Annette 

From 1919 until 1923, K. undertook speech tours in Germany, France, Italy and Switzerland, during which she 
advocated pacifism and tolerance in the tradition of Bertha von Suttner (S305, there are no references to individual 
speeches from her tours available); K. also delivered a speech in French entitled Le Briandisme en Allemagne: 
22.04.1932 Paris, in front of the Amitiés Internationales (also S97 324), unclear whether it has been inspired by her 
radio speech Briand from 1931; she often read from her own writings on the radio, but it is not always clear what she 
read from precisely (her essay collection Beschwerdebuch is mentioned once on dra.de, see the entry Aus meinem 
Beschwerdebuch from 1932); dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 04.04.2016. 
 
1.72 Krell, Max 

dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 22.03.2016. 
 
1.73 Langgässer, Elisabeth 

L.’s collected works do not contain speeches; L. held many speeches after the Second World War (S418 228, also see 
S416); L. held Der christliche Roman in der Gegenwart (S406 56 + S417 75), also known as Die dichterische 
Darstellung der christlichen Wirklichkeit (S417 75 + S418 228), in 1949 (S418 228) and a shortened version of the 
speech was only published in 1959 (S406 56 + S417 75); dra.de checked (nothing relevant), last modified 06.03.2014, 
consulted 08.04.2016. 
 
1.74 Lasker-Schüler, Else 

In the case of L., the concept “Vortrag” usually points to a reading from her work; L. read a lot from her work on the 
radio, but she held few speeches (dra.de); many of her speeches contained fictional elements; she held several 
speeches in Switzerland and Palestine, but these speeches are situated outside of the research period; dra.de 
checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 17.04.2016. 
 
1.75 Leip, Hans 

No speeches found in the bibl. included in Hans Leip, Hamburg, Christians, 1968; dra.de checked, last modified 
06.03.2014, consulted 08.10.2016. 
 
1.76 Liliencron, Detlev von 

Went on a Vortragsreise in 1898, but did prob. not hold any speeches; no speeches in his Gesammelte Werke; dra.de 
checked 19.08.2015 (no entry; died long before introduction public radio). 
 
1.77 Loerke, Oskar 

As a member of the Literary Section of the Prussian Academy of Arts, L. held many speeches about Wilhelm von 
Scholz (S20 70), who was the chairman of the literary section from 1926 to 1928. 
 
1.78 Maass, Joachim 

Before 1933, M. only spoke on the radio; the only traditional speeches that could be traced were held after 1939; the 
bibl. included in G. Schaaf, Joachim Maass, Hamburg, Christians, 1970 indicates that M. did not hold any speeches 
anymore after 1950. 
 
1.79 Mann, Heinrich 

After M.’s emigration he only delivered political speeches; seven antifascist appeals smuggled into Germany as a 
secret Tarnschrift collection and later published by M. in his 1939 collection Mut were read and broadc. on the 
Madrid-based radio station Deutscher Freiheitssender 29,8: Anklage, Christenverfolgung, Über Goethe, Das Heer und 
das Volk, Die deutsche Opposition, Die Widerstände, Der eigenen Kraft bewußt sein (S515 544, broadc. dates 
unknown); S66 checked: French speeches have only been selected if there is a German manuscr., M.’s Rede im Palais 
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du Trocadéro and his speech at the Liga für Menschenrechte and the Frauenunion were both excluded, as they were 
translated later; H. Mann, W. Klein (Ed.), A. Flierl (Ed.) et al., Essays und Publizistik: Kritische Gesamtausgabe, 
Bielefeld, Aisthesis, 2009- has largely not been taken into consideration; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, 
consulted 20.11.2015. 
 
1.80 Mann, Klaus 

At first sight it is hard to formally distinguish M.’s speeches from his essays; M. undertook many speech tours (S99 11 
“Überall hält er Vorträge”), also for financial reasons; until 1941 he regularly travelled the USA with his sister Erika to 
talk about the political situation in Nazi Germany; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 15.07.2018. 
 
1.81 Mann, Thomas 

S115 has been completely checked for speeches, but it is advised that this source be consulted again when any 
further details on a certain speech are needed, esp. with regard to the publ. history and different versions of the 
speech in question; for speeches from the Gesammelte Werke 1960 (e.g. P196), the Frankfurter Ausgabe (1980-1986) 
and, more importantly, the Große kommentierte Frankfurter Ausgabe (critical edition) can be consulted for additional 
information; S351 + S352 contain a lot of contextual information on speeches by M., see the index of his works in 
particular (not entirely checked); dra.de checked 03.03.2015. 
 
1.82 May, Karl 

In 1875-1876, M. published a cycle of eight didactic pieces written in the form of sermons, his so-called 
Geographische Predigten; after M. had become famous as a writer, he undertook lecture tours through Germany and 
Austria; M. presented a public image of himself as a mythical figure, who identified with the characters in his work; 
dra.de checked (no entry; died before introduction public radio), consulted 26.11.2015. 
 
1.83 Mehring, Walter 

It is unclear whether M.’s entries in this speech database are speeches or plain articles (except for Das Theater der 
Gegenwart and Grabrede); dra.de checked. 
 
1.84 Molo, Walter von 

Enthusiastic speaker: “Im Rahmen von Molos verschiedenen Funktionen lag es, öffentliche Reden zu halten.” (S376 
82); “Um 1930 zog sich Molo Schritt für Schritt aus allen öffentlichen Ämtern zurück” (S376 82): this did not 
jeopardise his speech activities; publ. many of his speeches in the anthology P251: distinguishes between 
“Ansprachen und Reden” (p.5-164), “Vorlesungen und Referate” (p.165-279) and “Äusserungen” (p.281-348); dra.de 
checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 13.11.2015. 
 
1.85 Morgenstern, Christian 

dra.de checked 27.10.2015 (no entry; died long before introduction public radio). 
 
1.86 Musil, Robert 

dra.de checked 04.11.2015 (nothing relevant). 
 
1.87 Ossietzky, Carl von 

O. organised literary lectures for a small circle during the First World War (see P119 68f.^); a surprising rise in O.’s 
speech output can be observed during the war; he held many pacifist speeches, since he had become a board 
member of the Hamburg branch of the German Peace Society (Deutsche Friedensgesellschaft); P119 126-128^: O.’s 
speech activities at the German Peace Society; he held many political speeches (e.g. at the Republikanische Partei) 
that have not been included into this speech database, but which can be found in P119; dra.de checked (nothing 
relevant), last modifed 06.03.2014, consulted 27.11.2015. 
 
1.88 Panizza, Oskar 

dra.de checked (no entry; died before introduction public radio). 
 
1.89 Pfemfert, Franz 

dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 06.10.2017. 
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1.90 Pinthus, Kurt 

P177 205 mentions “Vorlesungen an der Lessing-Hochschule” between 1920 and 1933: unclear whether these were 
held by P.; P. was well-known for his “Zehn-Minuten-Vorträge[n] über Filme im Berliner Rundfunk” (R. Tgahrt, Zur 
Auswahl, 203, in: P177, 199-203) and for his radio speeches in general, esp. at the Funkstunde in Berlin (P177 205); 
dra.de checked. 
 
1.91 Przybyszewski, Stanisław 

During his time in Berlin, P. held theoretical socialist speeches at the Berliner Sozialistenverein (S187 258f./294^); one 
example of such a speech could be retrieved: Wie ist der Kampf der Arbeiterklasse gegen die Kapitalisten zu führen; 
dra.de checked (no entry; had already returned to Poland in 1919, which was before the introduction of public radio 
in Germany), consulted 25.02.2016. 
 
1.92 Reck-Malleczewen, Friedrich 

No speeches found. 
 
1.93 Richter, Hans 

R. was invited to hold a series of lectures at the Bauhaus between 1927-1931 (S107 124 + S108 264, Hofacker’s 
source is a letter by Georg Schmidt to Hans Richter in Ein Leben für Bild und Film); P319 contains references to 
additional speeches by R., which have not been included into this speech database: in 1930, he held lectures on film 
in Cologne, Hannover, Essen, Vienna and in Switzerland (H. Scholte, Journaal, 98, in: Filmliga[: Tijdschrift voor 
zelfstandige filmkunst, C.B.], vol.3, no.7, 1930, 95-100); R. spoke on film in Holland in 1935 (S108 265). 
 
1.94 Rilke, Rainer Maria 

R. held many speeches and he often publicly read from his own work, both performative types are often 
characterised in the literature as “Vorträge” (see e.g. S419); these speeches and readings were most of the time held 
during tours; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 03.05.2016. 
 
1.95 Roth, Joseph 

dra.de checked. 
 
1.96 Sachs, Nelly 

No speeches could be found, neither in the bibliography included in Nelly Sachs, Hamburg, Christians, 1969, nor in 
other works; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 16.05.2017. 
 
1.97 Schnitzler, Arthur 

Der Nachlass Arthur Schnitzlers only mentions typewritten public speeches on p.128, but nothing in his collected 
works; no relevant sources at the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin; the fact that S.’s speech career was 
virtually non-existent seems logical, given that S. had “Scheu vor der Verbindung mit Dingen der Öffentlichkeit” (N.N. 
[prob. N. Hoffmann], Dr. Arthur Schnitzler: Beobachtetes und Erlebtes, p.492, in: Menorah: Jüdisches Familienblatt für 
Wissenschaft/Kunst und Literatur, vol.9, no.11/12, p.491-499), as expressed in a memorial article, prob. written by 
Norbert Hoffmann (S374 223f.); dra.de checked (no entry). 
 
1.98 Schreyer, Lothar 

Mainly radio appearances. 
 
1.99 Schwitters, Kurt 

S. occasionally spoke at the Bauhaus, but it is unclear how often (S113 52, which lists only some of these speeches); 
S38 13 suggests that S. held a lot more speeches on typography than the ones listed here (“Vortragstätigkeit als 
Typograf”), he was employed as a typographer at the city of Hannover in the period 1929-1934; S. attended the 
International Congress for Constructivists and Dadaists in Sept. 1922, but there is no indication of a speech held by 
him there (S38 7); the same goes for S.’s participation in the Ninth International PEN Congress, org. in The Hague in 
1931 (S38 14); S38 5-16 uses terms such as “Vortrag”, “Vorträge”, “Vortragsreisen”, “Vortragsabend” or 
“Vortragsabende”, which most of the time refer to poetry recitations and which also include reading tours, S. is also 
generally described as a “Vortragskünstler” (S38 14) instead of a public speaker; other examples of this terminology 
include a reading at the Bauhaus in 1925 (S113 52) and in Prague in 1926 and 1928 (S113 60); S. held a “Vortrag” 
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with Hans Arp on 30.10.1929 during a soirée org. on the occasion of an exhibition in Zurich (S38 11), but it involved 
recitations (S113 62/364); S38: chronology of S.’s life, checked completely; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, 
consulted 26.02.2017. 
 
1.100 Seghers, Anna 

S. became the grande dame of German literature after the Second World War, meaning that, from that moment 
onwards, she acted as a public speaker in more prominent settings than she had done before the war; dra.de 
checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 05.09.2016. 
 
1.101 Seidel, Ina 

She went on Vortragsreisen and she held Radiolesungen; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 
20.07.2015. 
 
1.102 Stadler, Ernst 

Apart from Geschichte der deutschen Lyrik der neuesten Zeit, all lectures that he held as a professor at the University 
of Strasbourg have been excluded; dra.de checked 14.11.2015 (no entry; died before introduction public radio). 
 
1.103 Sternheim, Carl 

S. wrote a lot of essays, but the comm. section to his Gesamtwerk, vol.6 denies the existence of any speeches; S57 
does not list any speeches, either; dra.de checked (no entry), consulted 18.05.2017. 
 
1.104 Stramm, August 

Prob. no speeches whatsoever: Die Dichtungen: Sämtliche Gedichte, Dramen, Prosa (which contains all of S.’s work, 
except for four essays and his Nachlass) contains none. 
 
1.105 Suttner, Bertha von 

S. held multiple speech tours; 1904 first US speech tour (http://www.phil-fak.uni-
duesseldorf.de/frauenarchiv/ausstellungen/europa/suttner/index.html + P221 216^ + S244 48); 1905 German 
speech tour (http://www.phil-fak.uni-duesseldorf.de/frauenarchiv/ausstellungen/europa/suttner/index.html + P221 
216^ + S243 30), during which she spoke in 31 cities (P221 216^); 1912 lecture series Aus der Werkstatt des 
Pazifismus: Aus der eigenen Werkstatt in Vienna (S252 328f.); 1912 2nd US speech tour (http://www.phil-fak.uni-
duesseldorf.de/frauenarchiv/ausstellungen/europa/suttner/index.html + P221 216^ + S54 488-494/540^ + S244 
45f./48 + S245 24), June-Dec. (http://www.phil-fak.uni-
duesseldorf.de/frauenarchiv/ausstellungen/europa/suttner/index.html + P221 216^), during which she spoke in 50 
cities (P221 216^), all speech halls were sold out, S. enjoyed considerable popularity (S54 489^); in 1914, S. could not 
attend the first conf. of the Frauenbund der Deutschen Friedensgesellschaft, so she wrote a letter addressing the 
conf. participants (see P220 51-54^ and S54 459/539^), this text might have been read at the conf. and as such it 
would have been a “VT” type speech, but this cannot be confirmed; S54, picture 21^: shows S. speaking; Das 
Maschinenzeitalter, Zukunftsvorlesungen über unsere Zeit (1888): fictional speeches addressed from a projected 
future; dra.de checked (no entry; died before introduction public radio), consulted 19.02.2015. 
 
1.106 Thiess, Frank 

In Geistige Revolution and P302 9f., T. himself comments on the speeches in a preface; S39: analysis of his speeches 
in P302; he improvised parts of his speeches; he also held a lot of speeches after the Second World War; dra.de 
checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 26.09.2016. 
 
1.107 Toller, Ernst 

The large gap in T.’s speech activity between 1919 and 1924 can be attributed to his imprisonment for his role as one 
of the leaders of the Bavarian Soviet Republic; Oct.-Dec. 1929: speech tour in the USA and Mexico, 35 appearances 
(S486); Oct. 1936 until Feb. 1937: speech tour in the USA and Canada, approx. 50 appearances (S487); T. also held 
many informal speeches, but there are few sources documenting these (if any); T. appeared at political assemblies 
following his release from the German Army in Sept. 1918, in the middle of Dec. 1918 he participated in the 
Germany-wide Soviet Congress (Rätekongress) in Berlin as a delegate of the Bavarian Soviet Republic (S484); in Feb. 
1919 T. participated in the Second Socialist International Congress in Bern as a delegate of the Bavarian Soviet 
Republic (S485); Jan. 1927: reading tour in Austria, March 1927: reading tour in Denmark and Norway, 10.02.1927: 
participation in the founding conf. of the League against Imperialism, Sept. 1928: reading tour in Sweden and 
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Norway, June 1930: participation in the PEN Congress in Warsaw (S486); summer 1933: reading tour in Yugoslavia, 
June 1935: attendance of the First International Congress for the Defence of Culture in Paris (no indication of a 
speech held there) (S487 + S70 420^); http://www.lyrik-lesezeichen.de/schwalbenbuch/toller.php: chronology of T.’s 
life incl. his speech activities, checked completely; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 22.02.2017. 
 
1.108 Tucholsky, Kurt 

Lecture trips (e.g. “Lesereise” Germany 18.11-02.12.1929) and lectures on radio (S114 294), unclear whether these 
were speeches; “Sehr, sehr häufig habe ich - vor Arbeitern - gesprochen” (P189 11491); pacifist speeches, many in 
France (S114 146) or dealing with or in support of a better relationship between Germany and France (S114 146f. + 
Eigenhändige Vita in Deutsches Tempo); see also reports of the Pariser Cabaret, stating “daß ich hier etwa 40 
Vorträge gehalten habe, und ich spreche immer frei.” (letter to Kate Kühl, Paris, 11.02.1926, in: P189, 11395); 
“diverse Reden und Auftritte in politischen Versammlungen” (S114 94) and at the (prob.: Deutsche) Liga für 
Menschenrechte (S114 151); in short, T. has spoken on more occasions than textual records suggest; dra.de checked 
14.11.2015 (nothing relevant). 
 
1.109 Tzara, Tristan 

Many of T.’s texts and manifestoes were written and read aloud by him in French, which is why they have been 
excluded here: examples are Manifest des Herrn Antipyrine (Manifeste de M. Antipyrine), Manifest Dada 1918 
(Manifeste Dada 1918) and Manifest des Herrn Aa des Antiphilosophen (Manifeste M. Aa l’antiphilosophe) (P62 
432/434/436) as well as Vortrag auf dem Dadakongreß (P34 295 + S62 328 + S112 388); only speeches for which it 
could not be clearly proven that they were held in French have been included into this speech database; dra.de 
checked (no entry), consulted 07.04.2017. 
 
1.110 Ungar, Hermann 

Given the composition of U.’s collected works, it seems unlikely that there are any speeches; however, in 1927 the 
French PEN Club invited U. to attend a meeting (P74 205), but no speech could be found linked to that event. 
 
1.111 Unruh, Fritz von 

S76: bibl. that aims to be exhaustive for the period 1903-1921, only one speech found there; G.G. Wieszner, Der 
Dichter und Redner in der Zeit, in: Unruh1 (P138), 325-346: general information on U. as a speaker; dra.de checked, 
last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 27.11.2015. 
 
1.112 Urzidil, Johannes 

Mainly spoke in the 1930s. 
 
1.113 Viebig, Clara 

Many international speech tours between 1898-1933; bibl. in S75 does not mention traditional speeches before 
1940; dra.de checked, last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 14.07.2018. 
 
1.114 Walden, Herwarth 

“Nachhaltiger als die Poesie August Stramms wirkten auf Mehring hingegen die von Walden in zahlreichen [!] Essays 
und Reden dargelegte Theorie der ‘Kunstwende’” (S69 288); W. also held a “Vortrag” with Kurt Schwitters on 
11.05.1920 at Galerie Der Sturm (S38 5) and one alone on 05.12.1929 in Kurt Schwitters’ house in Hannover, at the 
“‘14. Vortrags- und Gesellschaftsabend’”, org. by the art group die abstrakten hannover (S38 13), both events most 
likely comprised poetry recitations; dra.de checked. 
 
1.115 Wassermann, Jakob 

In his essay Wien im Mai 1931, W. mentions that he was invited “eine Vorlesung zu wohltätigen Zwecken zu halten” 
(P97 93); in his essay Drei Tage in Berlin concerning his trip to Berlin: “Ich sollte vor Studenten sprechen” (J. 
Wassermann, Drei Tage in Berlin, 98, in: P97, 98-102); http://www.jakob-wassermann.de/werk.htm contains 
bibliographical information on several of W.’s speeches, including details on their publication: not checked 
thoroughly for this database; dra.de checked (nothing relevant), last modified 06.03.2014, consulted 21.11.2017. 
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1.116 Wedekind, Frank 

W. often gave spoken introductions to recitations of his own work; dra.de checked (no entry; died before 
introduction public radio), consulted 12.08.2021. 
 
1.117 Weisenborn, Günther 

The bibliography included in I. Brauer & W. Kayser, Günther Weisenborn, Hamburg, Christians, 1971 only lists 
speeches held after 1945; the catalogue of the Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin does not contain any speeches. 
 
1.118 Weiß, Ernst 

No speeches; his Gesammelte Werke, vol.16 includes W.’s first essay collection Das Unverlierbare, it is the only vol. in 
W.’s collected works that could contain speeches, but it only contains essays. 
 
1.119 Werfel, Franz 

W.’s bibliography is not a relevant source; S147 fully checked; dra.de checked (nothing relevant). 
 
1.120 Wiechert, Ernst 

Spoke often about and in front of young people (pupils and students). 
 
1.121 Zech, Paul 

Few speeches. 
 
1.122 Zweig, Arnold 

Z. at the Dichtung und Rundfunk Conference: “Ich habe drei Reden im Berliner Rundfunk gehalten” (P3 53); in 
addition, he gave two spoken introductions at the Funkstunde, which he does not designate as speeches; dra.de 
checked. 
 
1.123 Zweig, Stefan 

The speech Whither Jewry? has been excluded from this speech speech database, because it was translated into 
English for Z.; the bibliographies S498 + S47 + S48 have all been checked; dra.de checked 17.07.2015.
