In 2021, the Russia-Ukraine war in Europe was a stark reminder of how sensitive energy markets are to geopolitical risk and tensions. More recently, the October 2023 war in the Middle East has raised concerns among policymakers on the short-term and long-term implications of conflicts on energy markets. Following these recent developments and after exactly 50 years since the first oil embargo, it is crucial to investigate the interplay between geopolitical risk, energy markets, and economic activity in the MENA region. Specifically, this special issue aims to uncover the repercussions of geopolitical tensions on energy security, the transition to clean energy, and the different transmission channels to economic activity in MENA countries.
